These, as well as the letters: themselves,
are first traced in faint dotted lines, thus affording a guide to the:inexperienced
hand; but subsequently; when the fingers are supposed to have acqutived the
requisite facility in torming the characters, the dotfed out-lines are discontinued,
and the writer is left to his own resources, to copy by sight only.

The same method. is adopted in the more advamced stages, when the young
student his reacheéd the formation of the whole words, and finally the small
rupning Wand. In this manner these Copy Books are particalarly adapted for the
purpose of self-instruction, inasmuch as the traced letters serve as leading-strings,
until the hand has acquired the habit of forming the characters correctly.
