To intending students'desirous of information upon the be .st
reanner of pusuing -their. studies,, the -followingsuggestions are miade
by the Faculty :

Exclusive of general education, professional, reading for somne
time previous to matiiculation, is advised as a preparation, whereby
familiarity with technical termns wiIl be gained. and an insight obtain-
ed into the subjects to be b-ought under notice during lectures.

The student is advised to pass the Matricalation, Examination
in March so, that-his four years of pupilage znay expire at the close
of a winter session. A. certificate of having passed 3uch examination
before the examiners appointed by the College of Physicians and
Surgeons of Ontario yill be dccepted by this University.

N B. t»e .Mdiat Cauftci of Ontàtio~ nzow~ eiquires al students
from that Province topass theirMariculation Exaniii»tioti in Ontaro
before pursfIdng t&ir studiaes ewhere.

While- the University regulations permit a student to graduate
after threyears'attendance upQfl lectures, provided he furnish proof
thmt -he bas et'died. one year in addition with. a private practitiorier,
yet he la. recommended, to .,devote four sessions ta, systemnatic. instru.
tion, as less timen is scarcely- sulicient. for açquiring a4fair ?knowledge
of -the-.mey-subject. which compose the curriculum.

As d.aily *bed-side instruction- is essential ta the student of
niedicine, the utidergradviate is earnestly advised ta, spend at least
the last t-wo, sunimers in availing hhnseif «* the-opportunities aftorded
by the large hospitals- general and lying in- of our city; -in which,
Inoreover, dresserships should be obtained.

Enregitration-is necessary every Session. It is required upon
entrence; or ýas:soon afterwards as possible, and always before any
