Gray for Saint John Co., both without oppoai- 
lion i and Mr. Burpee, for Sunbury, with a ma­
jority of 238- Mr. Fisher baa resigned hie seat 
in the local Legislature, and the Hon. Mr. Wet- 
more succeeds him as Attorney General of this 
Province. Hon. Mr. McMillan has been elected 
by a large majority in Ileatigouche to bit place 
in the local Legislature. . Hon. Charles Skinner 
takea bis place without opposition, as Solicitor 
General of New Brunswick. So 1er the Union 
sentiment is triumphant.

Dr. Dsy was nominated for the County in op­
position to Mr. Gray on Monday, and gave a 
short address after Messrs. Gray and Tilley bad 
spoken ; but did not further pursue the matter. 
Mr. Gray therefore walked the course in peace. 
His devotion to the Union cause, and bis posi­
tion in social and political life, entitle him to a 
prominent plate in the general Legislature of 
his country.

The Brigand troops bed surrendered 
themselves to the authorities at Lines. General 
Beero Cabal had resigned the Governorship, and 
General Favon waa appointed in hie stead.

New York, 16th.—Special correspondence 
from Rio Janeiro to Aug. 8th, reports a disas­
trous result to the expedition of the allied forças 
fitted out at San Pauleo to march to the distant 
Province of Molto Groaao, and drive out the 
Paraguayans.

The expedition was obliged to retire after ad­
vancing far into Paraguay. They were harried 
for twenty daye by the enemy, and cholera alao 
broke out, carrying off the principal cfficera. 
The Braiiliana bad not succeeded in making any 
material advance.

and custody, or legally held to bail either be- 
fore or after conviction, and all persona »uo 
were engaged directly or indirectly » the 
assassination of the late President of ihe United 
State», or in any plot or conspiracy connected 
•herewith.

European.
London, Sept. 12.—A despatch from Athena 

atates that Great Britain and France have lent 
a joint note to Greece, urging the government 
at Athena to refrain from hostilities with the 
Sublime Porte, and to maintain atrict neutrality 
on the Cretan queation.

Geneva, Sept. 12. (evening).—The Peace 
Congress which met on the 14lh, ia still in na­
tion. The proceedings attract much attention. 
At the sitting this morning a sharp attack was 
made upon the socialists in the United States, 
which gave rise to an excited discussion. Some 
ill-feeling wee created, and before the close of 
session many members withdrew from the con­
grats.

London, S;pt. 12, (even.)—The teluros of 
Bai k of England show ihat the accumulation of 
specie steadily continues. The weekly report 
published this afternoon, ahowa that the amount 
of bu lion in the vault» baa increased £20 000 
since the last statement, made on the 5th insL

Marseilles, Sept. 12.—A telegram from 
Constantinople, announce the arrival in Golden 
Horn of the steamer Swatara, of the United 
States European Squadron.

Rome, Sept. 13.—Pope Pius baa resolved to 
call together a general council of the Roman 
Catholic Church. He haa named a congregation 
of «even Cardinals, to whom be haa entrusted 
the duty of arranging the preliminaries for the 
meeting of the Council.

The Queen recently paid a visit to the Border 
country—and the Tweed valley—the region 
principally illustrated by the geniua of Scott. 
She was enthusiastically received by the people. 
When on t;.e way north the train with Queen 
Victoria on hoard arrived at Car lisle, it 
was discovered that the new ctiriage in which 
Her Majesty wes travelling would not peal 
through the bridgea on the ” Waverly route " 
of railway, and a change of carriages was made. 
But for this discovery at the eleventh hour a 
fearful accident must have happened.

Stockholm, Sweden, Septr. 13th.—Toe 
United States SteamshipjFVankfin, Admiral Fa- 
regut, of the American Navy, arrived here re­
cently after visiting several placet in the Baltic. 
The customary salutes were fired from the for­
tification» on shore. The grand feature was a 
fete in the Imperial Palace by the King of Swe­
den which was attended by Admiral Faragut end 
hie cfficera. The utmost good feeling end en­
thusiasm waa manifeated.

Copenhagen, Sept 13.—The United States 
Steamship Franklyn, bas arrived from Stock­
holm end it anchored in this harbour. The Ame­
ricana were cordially greeted by the people.

Vienna, Sept. 15—Financial relation» bet­
ween Austria and Hungary have been satisfac­
torily adjusted.

Florence, Sept. 13 th.—The Italian Govern­
ment threatens to commence legal proceedings 
against Garibaldi if he persista in bis prepar­
ations for an attack on Rome.

Lisbon, Sept 13th.—The mail steamer from 
Rio Janeiro has arrived. The allied South 
American forces had gained recent advantage! 
over the Paraguayen». Juat before the eteemer 
left new» retched Rio Janeiro that the allies bad 
captured Corumba, and aeriouity threatened 
the fortified position of the Paraguayan» at 
Humaita.
