MAPLE SYRUP PURITY

Doring last season 466 samples of
maple syrup collected in different parts
of the country were examined at the
laboratory of the inland revenue de-
partment. Of these 31, while un-
doubtedly genuine, accordlng to a bull-
etin jnst issued, were below the legal
requirement, and 15 others below that
of the Winton method of analysis.
The advisory board recommended
changing the old regulations and
adopting new ones. The latter pre-
scribe that the syrup shall contain
not more that 10 per cent. of water,
not less than six tenths of one per cent:
of ash, not less than than three-tenths
of one per cent. of malic acid

Set bread early in
the morning, using a8 much yeast ag
water, knead into a stiff dough, It
can be baked by noon. :
