The Prcé‘ident, Mr. Laidlaw, present-
ed the annual report, as follows : — B

** Your Direotors vigorously prosecut-
ed the works of the ompany last fall
after the annual meeting in hopes that
the.additional aid sought for from *the
City of Toronto and the Provincial Gov-
ernment would be obtained, so that steel
rails might be contracted for in winter,
deliverable in spring, that at least sixty
miles of $he line might have been npnf)
The delay in recciving
the expected and necessary aid frem the
city necessited the suspension of the
works for the season of 1876, which is
i.!xus lost, less the work done last fall.
Your directors have to acknowledge that
without the aid soligited from the oity
and the Provincial Government, not-
withstanding the price of labour and ma-
terials, the works of the Company ean-
not be cartied on under any finaneia-
programme now conceivable to the Di-d
recters.  The importance of the sucoess
ful completion of the work to this oity
and the south-western portion of the
Province leads your Directors to believe
that, since several other propositions for
aid have heen negatived, that now
the Credit Valley Railway will receive
the favorable consideration of the Giov-
erment and City.” The Chief Engin-
geer's and the Auditor’s reporss are here-
to annexed.

CHIEF ENGINEER'S REPORT OF WORK
DONE UP TO OCTOBER 26TH, 1876.

‘“ Commencing at Queen-street, the
westerly limit of the city of Toronto, no
grading has been done to a peint near the
Carlton race-course, a distance of three
miles. From the said point near the
Carlton race-eourse thé grading is com-
pleted - oontinuously €0 the town of
Milton, on the main line, through Lamb-
ton, Cooksville, and Streetsville, a dis-
tance of 27 miles, and from Milton to
tL‘- k Road, & distance of 12} miles,
with the exception of 44 miles for which
the right of way has not been obtained,
and about a ‘mile and one-half near
Campbellsville. Nothing has been done
between the Brock Road and theeastern
hnnt_ of North Dumfries, a distance ol
93 miles, for which mo municipal aid haf
e From the east limit of
North jDumfries the grading has been
completed to Ingersoll, throwgh Galt,
Ayr, Innerhip, Woodstock, and Beach-
ville, a distanee of 43] miles, with the
exception of a portion of the cutting at
Galt, and about\5 miles east of Galt®
between the east limit of North Dum-
fries and Galt, and eight iiles between
Innerkip and Ingersoll, making in all a
total of 64 miles graded between Queen-
st. and Ingersoll, out of a distance of
954 miles. From Streetsville the grad-
ing is completed northwards continuous-
Iy via Méadnwvale, Churchville, Bramp-
ton, and Cheltenham to the Credit
I{»\'cr.. a distance of 18 miles, with the
exception of half a mile near Brampton ;
thence northwards to Orangeville, via
Cataract, Altom, and Melville, a distanee
of 174 miles, excepting four miles near
Cataraot and the forks of the River
Credit, making a total of 31 miles grad-
ed in a distance of 354 miles. From
Cataract to Klora, a divtance of 273
miles, the grading is completed with the
exception of 6§ miles near Cataract,
Douglas, Fergus, and Blora, making 21§
miles graded in a distance of 274 miles-
showing that over the whole read be,
twaen Queen-street as a starting- point,
and Ingersoll, Elora and Oratgeville
the termini, a total length of 158} miles,
there is 1167 miles graded, leaving but
417 miles yot to be finished ; and al-
though the total mileage shows very
little ineresse to that of last year,
nevertheless a large amount of work has
been done, such as filling, ditching, di-
verting streams, together with rip-rap-
ing, stono, pitching, cribwork, &o.,

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Trip to the Centennial.

To the Editor of the Guelph Herald.
Dear Siz :—As it may be interesting
to some of the readersj of your widely
circulated paper to hear how the exhib-
itors of Live Stock came off at tho- Cen-
tennial, I will endeavor $0 give an ac-
count of our trip there and back. We
lefs Guelph on Sept. 15th by Great
Western Railway for Paris, where all
the cattle were to:meet, but why Paris
was selected I fail to see, unless it was
to carry all the cattle, with 'the excep-
tion'of three, many miles eut of their
way, some of them even hundreds of
miles to the injury of stock and cost to
the country. We left Paris on the 16th
by special train with 47 head of cattle,
arriving at Buffalo about dark, and so
bad were the arrangements between the
Commissioners, the United States Gov-
ernment and the Railroad Uompanies,
that we had to wait in Buffalo for over
20 hours, exbibitors and cattle all ia the
same cars. Leaving by the N. Y. Cen-
tral on Sunday afternoon we pissed
through a splendid counfry, the land
rolling very much like our ;part of On-
tario, with on every side vineyards and
orchards groaning beneath their heavy
loads of the most delicious fruit. Cross-
ing the val'ey of the Genesee, "through
the celebrated farm of the Baddlongs
where you could count hundseds f
fitecrs. feeding » onthe richest o
pastures, .drew forth the praises
of all the stock breeders on that
train. Leaving the Valley behind we
began to rise, reaching the watershed
near the dividing line of the States of
New York and Penusylvania, where the
waters on the one side soon reach onr
great lakes and rivers, while on the
other side the waters of the Cascades of
the most northern spur of the Alleghany
keep eathering in volumes until they
form such streame as the Lycoming and
Susqueahanna Rivers. Our train reached
Canandaiqua,the Junction of the North-
ern Central Railroad dbout seven o’elock
p.m., and we then began to find that we
were not running On express or any
other $ime, as we had to wait at some
stations from six to eight houra gn late
trains. Now aithough I would w%sny
reasonable time for everybody and his
wife to pass and repass, I decidedly ob-
jeot to dead freight trains taking 'prece-
deunce of live stock, as they did onthore
than one ocecasion. However we ran by
fits and starts aud Monday morning
found us at Ralston, or MeIntyre Mines,
and as there was a bridge partly washed
away on the Lycoming, about three
miles from there, and not being likely
to get away for some time we concluded
to do the Mclntyre coal ming,easier said
than done. The mine is on a spur of the
Alleghany, over one theusand feet high,
and nearly perpendicular and &% the
seam of coal is what is termed
a drift formation, a little over
two feet in thiekness and lying
elose under the orust of the earth,
near tho very tep of the mountain,
where, I was told, the coal in some
places-crops out on the surface. You
will ask how the coal is got down to the
valley belew. This is dene by two in-
elined planes with a double track and
two ears—one going Uprempty, the other
goming dqwn loaded—conneoted by a
vory strong wire cable and so evenly
balaneed that an engine worked with
less than forty pounds of steam regulates
the whole thing. Now fer the ascent;
and a8 it had been raining for twenty-
four hours and the workings so near the
suiface, & great many of the chambers
were flooded o that the miners could
not work, and no car being going up
when ready, we undertook to walk up
the big plane, a length cf over 2100 feet,
and a Jarge portion of it at an angle of
over 45 degrees. The elimbing made
 more than one head swim. On reaching
‘the top of the first plane we ocircled
around the mouutain some six hundred
yards, on a traek cut out of a granite
wall, nearly perpendicular. When we
eame to the receiving depot we found
another plane whieh seemed even more
steep than the other. We got into. the
empty trueks, and as it became whis.

Sik :—In a recent issue of the ¥l
I noticed a clipping fiom tho G
porter which is caleulated t
public mind against the Mel
Field Battery, ipasmuch as it wr
it to believe that the shooting with ths
cannon was very poor. [ douot for on
moment eay that the Leporter has any
animus to serve by thus indirectly t-
ing discredit on the marksmen; but that
the item in question has already been
the means of doing so there can be no
doubt, Now, I propose, not to show
that the Reporter was wrong ae 1cgards
faots, but.to show bow they canbeie
ciled with good shooting, and how ¢
the uninitiated may be led into error.
In order properly to do this I find 1
shall be compelled to quote the i i
question, The Reporter said
“The Wellington Field Batt
counts, mnst be excellent mar;

I grant the facts in all the particulars
given in the extract above, and will now
give evidence thap the shooting was good
notwithstahding- the apparent discrep-
ancy with the bare facts. The hill is,
as stated, some two hundred feet Ligl,
and when the Reporter said that “anany
of the shells fired at the target went
clear over the hill,” it was in error. Tha
returns of the shooting show that cv
shot or shell fired struck the water
ioside the bannerols, with the ex«
ception of a few which struck the water
in front of the target, theso not having
sufficient elevation to oarry them over
it. It might be said ‘* No doubt you
and those interested will try to convey
to the publio that the shooting was good,
when your own men marked.” In this
case, however, I am glad to be able to
state that Lieut. Peters, a regular officer
of the Kingston Guomery School, and
from my experienee a good one, perforui-
ed that duty; and his report shows that
the line firing was especially good. So
much for that point, the ehot and shell
all struck the water at the front of the
hill; now how did they get over it, and
on to the farms mentioned? The puus,
with a service charge of powder, are cn-
pable of sending a shot in a direct line
between three or four miles ; as a e
quence the velooity of the shot must ho
very great. 'The hill is hard, and on a
shot or shell striking it on the rebound
fromthe water it would ricochet in the di-
rection of the weakest part of the eround.
A bill, of twice or more the height stat-
el,.if hard, would be ecsily climbed by
the conieal projectiles fired from the new
guns, so that it can easily Le ruen
that no difficulfy would be experienced
by them in getting over the
hill into the fiéld beyond. One shell is
reported to have landed in Mr, McKel-
lar’s field, but did not burst. Is “that
gentleman sure that it was a shell? But
to deal with the one that burst in the
potatoe ficld. It was reported on the
28th September, the date of the shoot-
ing, that the time fuzes were bored short
and it could not have been a percussion
fuze as the shell would have heen burst
on impact. The only supposition w.
could account for the shell bursting =t
such a distance from the gun is that the
fuze had not been quite bored through
at the seven-tenths allowed, and there-
fore did not burst the projectilo un
it reached the escape hole at the bot
of the fuse. Judging from the dists
it seems to me that this is the proper
solution of the matter, as the fuzo
would burn for that time before burning
out. The case then simply stands thus:
The shells after striking the water re-
bounded omsto the hill, and from tuence
the ricoohe) carried them over the hill,
and in the direction of the weakest part
of the earth they hit.
