Sir Sam himself always insist­
ed that conscription would have 
been unnecessary had he been given 
a tree hand In raising the men by 
voluntary methods. However, he 
earnestly supported the Military Ser 
vice Act oof 1917. and was returned 
at liis last Parliamentary election as 
a supporter of the Union govern 
mqnt. As to the facts leading up to 

%is resignation as Minister of Mili­
tia, there-fcis still much controversy. 
He s took the opportunity on more 
than one occasion to state his own 
position, in the House of Commons 
and after retiring from office some­
times criticized the government's ad­
ministration of military affairs. Dur­
ing one of ,his trips to Europe as 
Minister of Militia, he. was more or 
less attacked in connection with the 
contracts for the manufacture , of 
fuses. He at once returned to Ot­
tawa and demanded an investigation 
and was completely, exonerated by a 
royal commission, consisting of Sir 
William Meredith and. Mr. Justice 
Duff of the Supreme Court of Uan-

Sir Sam always insisted that Can­
ada should take part in the wars ol 
the Empire apd-offered to raise bat­
talions for service in the Egyptian, 
Soudanese and African campaigns.

Ottawa» Mourns Sir Sam.

Ottawa, aug, 24.—The flags on 
Parliament Hill and elsewhere 
throughout Ottawa are at half mast 
for the passing of the familiar fig­
ure, ^identified for over thirty years 
with the political life of the city. Sir 
Sam Hughes had the peculiar gift of 
retaining the regard of even those 
whose susceptibilities would have 
been wounded or even outraged. ny 
any other man who followed a simi­
lar course, and there is no express­
ion heard here except that of regret" 
of the passing of one who with all 
his foibles had much of the greatness 
and a vast amount of attractiveness 
in his makeup. He impressed him­
self upon the life in Ottawa possibly 
more pronouncedly than any other 
Minister of his time and those who 
came most closely in contact with 
him in%hia department mourn his 
passing "most deeply.

At a party caucus held shortly be­
fore the close of last session when 
Sir Sam was in his last illness, a 
kindly letter was sent to Sir " Sam 
expressing the regret of the party 
over his absence and its cause. This 
evoked from him a very characteris­
tic reply, which has not hitherto been 
published, in which lie tendered some 
rank advice to his colleagues. He 
foreshadowed the reorganisation of 
the grand old Conservative party in 
a year or two. and counselled him 
whom he called its “capable young 
leader." not to forget the services, of 
faithful old friends of the party li.ee 
the chairman of the caucus and 
chief whips of the party (Messrs. 
Armstrong and Middlebro). unde!

perienced men. He foreshadowed hih 
own passing away, saying he pro­
bably .would not be present any long­
er at the (Quncils ot the party an-1 
ended with "God bless you all.’’

“ 'Well, boys, what’s new in poli­
tics? How are the old farmers get­
ting along? What sort of an impres­
sion did Meighen make over In Eng­
land? He’s a good boy, Meighen, but 
wliat was there for him to do in Eng­
land? I don’t see what he went over 
for.’

"Sir Sam said, too, that he wished 
he could be back In his seat for an­
other session.”

The cause of Sir Sam’s death was 
pernicious anaemia.

“Pernicious anaemia," his physician 
explains, “may be described as a tox- 
inie poisoning of thé blood. The be­
