God’s power was grand sublime, infinite 
in creating man. Man can reflect the 
image of God.it «stamped upon his soul. 
“My delight is to be with the children 
of God." Naturally, when made to 
God's image, we should be obedient to 
God’s commands, since if we offend Him 
He can hurl us from tho pedestal of our 
own creating. St. Paul «ays: “Know 
ye not that your bediea are the members 
of Christ." Our souls are deformed by 
sin, but here at the holy tribunal of 
peiymce, the work of purification is a 
propitiaterysacrifioe.and prepare# you ali­
tor the heaven which I hope will be your 
toward.

EVENING SREHOM.
The discourse of the evening 

about the Divine institution of 
church, and its working in society, 
rev. lecturer took for his text that 
tion of the 28th chapter, ot the gospel of 
St. Matthew, in which Christ commis 
stoned hie apoetlee to ‘ ‘go and teach all 
nation»." Before coming to hid subject 
proper, the rev. gentleman reviewed the 
position of the Redeemer from a. worldly 
standpoint, discarding altogether his di 
vinity. i The lecturer said that from the 
position which Christ held in the society 
of his time, this command given, to his 
disciple» would appear meet absurd. 
Having commented on the extent of the 
work thus given to the apostle*, the lec­
turer attacked his subject proper, and 
went en to show that the institution and 

• establishment of the church oeuld net 
have depended on the apostle», who had 
none of the qualifiaatione necessary for 
each a work, nor on the doctrines which 
they taught, militating ; aa they dal 
against the inclinations of nature, whilst 
owing to the intellectual state of 'tHe Ro­
man Empire at the time, the deetrinee of 
Christianity were met with the, closest 
criticism. In reviewing the. working of 
the church in society, the lecturer snow­
ed the poeition of the church with regard 
to education, science and liberty. He 
referred to the growth ■ of Canada, and 
impressed upon bis hearer» the ne- 
oeesity of contributing to the, welfare- of 
the Dominion, by teaching tHeir friends 
by their exemple, and their children by 
example and teaching, to be- good, hon­
est citizens, respecting the opinion» of 
their fellow citizen», and daing their ut­
most to promote- peace and good will 
amongst all classes. Tito discourse, 
which was over an hour in length, waa 
a powerful and eloquent one, and the 
preacher held the attention of the con­
gregation to the cleee.

Detroit, April 17. —jjphn Long, the 
owner of the scheonew'Yankee Blade, 
ashore at J.vekson Port, has abandoned 
the vessel to the insurance eompaniee. 
She is insured for $6000. The captain 
of the schooner thinks the vessel will 
prove a total loss.

The Canadian schooner Lady Dufferin 
left Chicago on Thursday evening bound 
to Midland with a carga of com. 
About two hours after leaving Chicago, 
when five or six miles south of the 
waterworks crib, she collided with the 
ecow schooner South Haven, bound to 
Chicago, light. The Dufferin struck the 
South Haven amidships on the port 
side, carrying away the litter's bulwarks 
and several stanohions and losing her 
own dolphin striker and sprit-soilyard. 
The Dufferin let go her anchors and pro­
ceeded to repair damages, after which 
she proceeded on her way: Tho wind 
was very high at the time or more ser­
ious damage would have resulted to both
