| Prince Von Buelow, imperial c¢han-
i cellor, has offered his resignation to
| Emperor ‘William, in consequence of
the publication in London of the in-
terview awith his majesty, for which
the prinee took the vesponsibility. The
emperor would not accept the resig-
nation, and at the same time permit- |
ted Prince Von Buelow to publish the
full explanation to meet unjustifiable
attacks made upon his majesty.

Prince Von Buelow says: *A great
portion of the foreign apd internation-
al press publishes eriffcisms directed
against his majesty, relative to the
article published in London. The
eriticism j8 founded on the assumption
that the emperor permitted the pub-
lication ' of the article without any
previous knowledge of the govern-
ment authorities responsible for the
imperial policy.  The assumption is
utifounded. His majesty received from
the Englishman, with the requeqt
that he be permitted to publish it, the

Alberta Farmers QObtain the BAiFh”t
Average Price for Butter of Any
Province ig Dominion.

Hon. W. T. Finlay, minister of agri-
culture, came up from Medicine Hat
on'Baturday and will be in Edmonton
for somie time. “The department is
busily engaged in ‘completing arrange-
ments for the educational “campaign
which will be eonducted -at important
centres throughout the province .in
e WOrK, 11 18 un ; at thi
plan of ‘the campaign, when it
announced, will be found to have sev-
eral new features which will be of
great importance to agriculture,

Mr. Finlay commented to a Bulle-
tin representative’ on the great out-
look for the dairy ‘industry in the
provinee of Alberta. 'He felt that the
farmers are beginning to see the im-
portance of having good deiry cows to
begint with, for the better the cow the
‘better-the profits, Mr. Finlay was
pleased at the good showing of the
creameries during the summer
months, and thought that the return
to the patrons will stimulate them to
greater efforts in the dairy bnsiness
next year.

Poultry Fattening Station.

The Minister of Agriculture smiled
when he was approached on the ques-
tion of the poultry fattening stations.
He said he was.conscious of the wilti-
ciams that had been made regarding
this branch of the department, bat
he said that this would prove to be
one of the greatest undertakings fér

BAPTIST CHURCH GROWS.

Statistics Showing Excellent Progress
" Membership Totals 52,060.

Ottawa, Nov. 1.—The report on the
state -of religion, presented by Rev.
C. E. McLeod, of Port Burrell, at the
Baptist convention, occupied the at-
tention of thé delegates on Saturday.
It contained a mass of statistics show-
ing ‘the progress of the church during
the year and its general eondition.
Ninetéen additions were made to the
ministry, ten of whom attended Mec-
Master University. During the year
twelve new churches were organized
and 14 undertook enlargements. The
year Saw 2,643 baptisms, a net gain
amounting to 136.. The present mem-
bership stands “at 52,060. The Peter-
boro ch
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7l statement showed that ' $5
was expended on the
church at home as™ compared with
$516,293 in 1907. The expenditure
abroad was $118,272 as compared with
$106,155 in the precéeding year. The
total expenditure was $626,850. The
contributions pér ‘member was $1,90
this year and $2.57 in 1907.

Hong Kong, Nov. 1—The defermin-
ation of many Chinese to disregard
the compact to boyeott Jabanese gocds
hae brought on a serious erisis, which
probably will give the Japanese an ex-
cuse for forcing China’s hand, oblig-
ing the latter to take extreme steps to
suppress the movement. Up to a few
days ‘ago the boycott had been of a
passive nature, but the inability of the
various guilds to restrdin certain
members. fromm importing Japanese
products led to a change of tfactics.
Last week, meetings were held with
the objeect of stopping the boycott, but
s a majority of the merchants werse
against this, it was decided to carry
it on. s

Several Chinese, however, flouted
the guilds openly. and imported Jap-
anese sea products.

reached when several shops were raid-
ed, their occupants turned out and
their goods scattered ol the roadway.

General rioting then began, the full
force of police having difficulty in re-
straining the looters. 8o far only
marked shops are being looted, but it
is estimated that goods to the value of
$20,000 have been destroyed. Many
shops have been wrecked. -Patrols
armed with bayonetted rifles have
been called out to parade the streets,
bar fire nuans have not yet been used.
Tt is believed the original looters
came from Canton for the purpose.
Looting was resamed at daylight to-
day. ' Several shops were emptied de-
spite the efforts of the police, who are
using clubbed rifles. - Public feeling
is running - high. More trouble i3
feared.

Toronte, November I.—The expect-
ed conflicts between the police and
the studentss last night, Hallowe’en,
did not ¢ceur, but considerable dam-
age was dbne nevertheless. Early
in the evening the ‘‘medicals,” \\_'ho
enjoyed a social in the medical build-
ing, lay in wait. for the young ladies
of University College, who+ had 2
dance in the “Gym,” and seized their
escorts, daubed  their  shirt {ronts
with blacking. tore off their neckties,
and rubbed wax in their hair. Few
escaped.  Later the “meds” rushed
tlieit way into the dance, but retired
gracefully to oblige the girls. They
then lined up 300 strong and procecd-
¢d down town to meet the S.P.S.
students returning from Buffalo. A
big crowd of rowdies followed themn,
and while the students didn’t misbe-
have, the rowdies are blamed {or
having smashed the windows 1n
nearly one hundred houses, including
several plate glass store fronts on
Yonge street.

Army
meeting, The opening prayer was
led by Brigadier Burditt and a very
effective solo was sung by <Colonel
Pugmire, after ‘whieh the Chairman
called on ‘Commissioner Coombs to
address the meeting.

The Work of the Army.

“The - Salvation Army,” said the
Commissioner, “is a great work boru
of a great and mighty need, and'it is
meeting that need every day.  Its
ultimate aims and ohjects are of more
than passing ‘interest . io -all those
who live in commumnities where work
needs to bhe'done.” i+ g

“The Army is net an aneient organ-
ization, being just 48 years’ of ‘age.
In these years it has oi necessity
made some mistakes; and for ‘these it
has been severely criticized, but it
must be remembered that the army
is different from the ordinary run ot
organizations in that' it has entered
an entirely new field. The Army now
stands between the old age ‘of youth
and ‘the youth oi old age. 1t is the
outcome of the consecration of two
lives, forty-three years ago, to the
work of helping the poor of East Lon-
don. General Booth and his faith-
ful wife committed themselves to this
work when they had scanty means of
propagating it, To-day, - the Army
counts its rollowers by the thousands
all over the world.”

The Commissiener  said that he
came to Canada 25 years ago and be-
gan the work with only $26 to his
name. Then there were no places
of “worship or refuge conducted by
the Army, whereas now property to
the value of over a8 million and a
half was being used to aid the sglva-
tion of souls. The Salvation Army
was - shaping itself for a mighty
effort, It stood in the community
as forming sound sentiment among
the people, upholding every morai
question and teaching the people the
golden rule.

Army Legislation.

The speaker, who was gathering
power and momentum every minute
during his address, touched briéfly on
the legislation which had been gffect-
ed by the Salvation Army. Thé large
audience cheered as he spoke of the
Act for the Emancipation of “Chil-
dren, which protected “those of ten-
der years from immoral influences
and -compelled their parents to cop-
tribute to their suppert. ‘The wotk
that the Army was doing for' immigra-
tion was also Joudly applauded.
There were 5,000,000 people - oyt~ ‘of
work in the old land, and the Army
was’ opening a way for these people
to earn their living, They were put
on the land in Canada and were
given an opportunity to repay the
benefits - which they had received.
Of one tho@isand sent to British Col-
umbia, 12 per cent. had repaid all
their obligations in four months and
18 per cent, in six months, The rest
would be @wble to clear themselves by
the end of the timie when the loans
fel due. General Booth was now
presenting the ' British ' parliament
with some legislation for those who
would not work. " The principle wis
that if they postponed work ' they
must postipone meal-time as ‘well.”

“I speak to you thus this after-
noon,”” said the Commissioper, “he-
cause 1 want you to know the funda-
mental principles upon *which ' the
Salvation Army- stands. In the
midst of all the wunrealtics in the
Christian religion, the Army stands
for the practical side of the teaching
of Christ.
