Sorrows of a Crown

F. to Aug. 26th, 1811Tragedies in the Life of the Dowager 
Queen of Portugal.

The late Queen Maria Pla, the 
Dowager Queen of Portugal and 
grandmother of King Manuel, was the 
third child and second daughter of 
Victor Emanuel II., king of Sardin­
ia, afterwards King of United Italy. 
She spent her earfy girlhood Under 
the tender care of her mother, Queen 
Adelaide of Sardinia, in Piedmont. 
One night, in 1862, when she was only 
fifteen, she was taken to the opera, 
and there the Portuguese Minister 
marked her dut as his sovereign's fu­
ture bride. A few fnonths later she 
Was married to king Luis, a mar­
riage of affection entirely.

After her son’s accession the 
Qneen-Dowager spent much time at 
her beautiful caçfle on the coast of 
Portugal. She was an excellent shot, 
and one of her favorite amusements 
was to shoot at glass bottles floating 
in the sea. Quçrih Maria Pia was a 
great lover of mpkie and an artist of 
some ability, while she was famous 
for her exquisite taste in dress and 
her witty conversation.

The Queen was. at trie head' of in­
numerable bénéficient institutions 
which she directed in person, attend­
ing to trie minutest detail. This roy­
al lady was for forty years known as 
the "Angel of Charity.”

Tfiè first great tragedy of tier lift 
was; the assassination of her brother, 
King Humbert, of Italy, in July, 1900. 
by an anarchist.

Then on that fatal day in Febru­
ary, 1908, was committed the terrible 
crime which robbed her aqd Queen 
Amelia Qt King Carlos and the young 
Crown Prince Louis at onë fell blow 
Queen Maria Pia was awaiting their 
return to the palace, and her first in­
timation of the awful catastrophe was 
when, tiy a lamentable overslglit, the, 
billlett-riddled bodies of the King and 
Crown Prince were borne into her 
presence. When the Dowager-Queen 
saw her son's body she threw herself 
upon it, kissing the face, hands and 
breast of the dead man, piteously im­
ploring him to speak to her. Hei 
constitution never recovered from this 
shock, and it is stated that she was 
always haunted with trie belief that

To certain postage stamps, either 
because of eircuinstances connected 
with their issue, or owing to the oc­
currence of events after their issue, 
which have greatly enhanced their 
valiie in a used or unused condition, 
are attached curions and interesting 
histories.

The beat illustrations of the form­
er typé is to be found in the famous 
“death-mask” stamps of Servia, a 
special series issued to commériior- 
lte king Peter’s coronation: He it 
was w|io, in 1904, ascended the 
throne left vacant tiy the assassina­
tion of k)ng Alexandria anti Queen 
Drags. The central portion of the 
design consists of two heads;, one, 
hat of Peter, being placed slightly to 

the right of the other; that of t|iè the 
founder of the Karageorgevitch dyn­
asty, in such a way as to show the 
whole of the one and the profile of 
the other. It is a grim coincidence 
that when the stamp is inverted a 
human face çan be easily discerned, 
which is supposed by many to bear 
iistinct resemblance to that of the 
murdered King.

Burnt the Post Office.
It was a singular coincidence that 

:he sevenpenny stamp bearing King 
Edward’s head should have been tor 
sued on the very day of bis death. 
The demise of His late Majesty also 
prevented the Issue of a tWdpenny 
'.lamp, mauve in color. They were 
never put into circulation; but king 
George, who possesses one pf the 
best collections in the world, has 
specimens of ttieiri, both used and un­
used.

In moat countries the introduction 
of postal facilities is regarded as an 
unmixed blessing, but it was riot so 
in Korea. The post office erected 
there in 1885 had but a brief exist­
ence. The mob, in their blind hatred 
of all innovations, rioted and burnt 
it,to the grouri<£ The natural result 
was to make Korean stamps of the 
first Issue in a used state of great 
value. The matter was allowed to 
drop for a time, and it was not until 
ten years later that the present sys­
tem was established.

In 1861 New Brunswick provided 
us with a curiosity in the shape of a 
five-cent brown stamp, .known to all 
collectors as "the Connell stamp.” Mr. 
Charles Connell, who was Postmaster 
up to -the time mentioned, doubtless 
actuated by vanity, issued A Stamp 
bearing his own portrait.

He certainly succeeded in his in­
tention, but the concession to vanity 
proved expetisive. T*he stamp did not 
mçet with the approval of the auth­
orities, and, pressure being applied, 
he sent in his resignation. The issue 
Was promptly stopped, but a few are 
said to have been used to frank let­
ters.

Lost By Shipwreck.
The history of the onè-cent yellow 

stamp of thé Confederate States of 
America is rather curious. Of the 
first consignment dispatched by Mes­
srs. de la Rue part were shipwrecked, 
and the remainder, being sent to St. 
Thomas for transhipment, was detain­
ed there. The second consignment 
was also lost by shipwreck, and the 
third arrived safely at Richmond, but 
only at the end of the War. They are 
quite common in an unused condition, 
owing to the dispersion of the sup­
plies at Richmond and St. Thomas ; 
but it is exceedingly doubtful If they 
were ever used for postal duty.

The first stamps to be used in the 
French colony of New Caledonia were 
the production dt- a member of the 
garrison in 1860, a certain Sergeant

was not actually ptiuring with rain 
the continual fording of the rivers 
completely drenched us. Want of 
food, and particularly fresh food; 
the absence of cover, for nothing 
could resist the waterspouts of rain; 
the want of transitert, together with 
the dense forest through which a way 
had to be forced ; and the strain of 
working up swollen and almost im­
passable torrents were among the dif­
ficulties we had to encounter.

Fnll of Snakes find Insects.
“The country is full of deadly 

snakes and puff-adders. Of these the 
natives show no fear, as with great 
dexterity they grasp the reptiles be­
hind the nec.k, and, after smashing 
their heads, place them In thé bags 
they carry and use them for dinner.

“When strangers approach, if the 
women are too frightened to escape 
into the forest, they signify that they 
require peace by throwing from hol­
low bâmboos clouds of chalk into the 
air.

“Insects swarm evèrywhere, the 
worst being mosquitoes, leeches and 
bluebottles, the last being the worst, 
for they spoil all food imriiediately, 
and their eggs turn into grubs in a 
few hours. Albinos are occasionally 
seen, one man whom we came across 
being of a whity pink color, with dark 
spots. We heard of one black couple 
who had a pure white baby boy two 
years of age.

In addition to a month­
ly allowance ot $2.225- made by the 
Portuguese Constituent Assembly, 
King Victor gave her $50,000 a year.
