Britain Comes Back

amount, both as to imports and ex-
ports, than. for the year 1922. Brit-
ish imporfs in eleven months of 1923
exceeded imports in the same period
of 1922 by~ £80,000,000' and - exports
were  more than  £65 ,000,000 greater
in value.

In two features of this year’s for-
eign trade Gre¢at Britain has sur-
passed not only last year but has goue
ahead of pre-war figures. = British
coal exports during the present year
(January-November) have . amounted
to 73,576,713 tons. or 175,000 tons bet-
ter ‘than the best previous record
which ‘was 73,400,118 tons exported in
12 months, 1913, Tonnage of shipping
entering and leaving British ports
with cargo was also larger this year
than in either 1922 or 1913.
