He had from the first no hope 
of being returned, and he did nyt care 
to be made aeats-paw of by the Tories, 
who merely wished to get up opposi­
tion for opposition’s sake, without the 
slightest hope of defeating Mr. Bow­
man. As the Waterloo Chronicle re­

Mr. Wright has been elected for 

Pontiac in Quebeb.

Grover is, no doubt, elected, and his 
majority is about 48.

The lesson has 
not been thrown away. It has been 
determined to carry Reform prin­
ciples into the municipal representa­
tion of the city, and for that purpose 
and to strengthen and perfect the 
organization of the body there it has 
been decided to establish a Reform 

association m each ward in the city.
A zealous Tory in North Huron 

lias adopted novel tactics in his elec­
tioneering canvass. With a due ap­
preciation of the power of truth, he 
advises the ladies to hide the Globe 
from their husbands till the elections 
are over.

There wore great rejoicings among 
the Reformers of Peel at the close ot 
the election on Tuesday. After 
speeches by Mr Chisholm and others, 
the Reformers,headed by .two bands, 
marched to the residence of Mr. 
Chisholm, who has done much to se­
cure the victory achieved, and ser- 
ended him in a most enthusiastic 
•style. The friends of Reform may 
well feel jubilant. Two ministers, 
Aikens and O’Connor, were working 
with all tlieir influence, and the ex­
penditure of money was most lavish. 
Poor Aikens voted and worked 
against the old friends who warmed 
Aim into political existence : but 
Agi presence only served to nerve the 
^formers to greater exertion, and 
the glorious result is another proof 
that traitors cannot escape the con­
tempt their treachery deserves.

Mr. Tremblay has been elected 
for Charlevoix, defeating M. Cimon, 
the late Ministerialist member. M. 
Joly. the leader of the Opposition in 
the Local House, has also been re­
turned by acclamation for Lotbiniere. 
This gives the Opposition 13 mem­
bers in Lower Canada out of a total 
of 35 elected. In the same propor­
tion, the Opposition would have 25 
in the whole House—a gain of ten 
upon the last Parliament.

Speaking of the election in East 
Hastings, the Globe says the County 
tin thoroughly Conservative one,but

the fact that two Conservative
candidates were running gave some 
hope of Mr. Holden’s election. The 
result shows, however, that there 
was an issue within the county itself 
which engrossed the minds of the 
electors and caused them to pay little 
attention to an outsider. Mr Frizzell 
received the votes of the Catholic 
body, and Mr. White those of the 
Orangemenz and in the struggle be­
tween the rival factions party politics 
were almost forgotten.

The Nova Scotia elections were 
held on Thursday. It is thought 

i Messrs. Almon and Tobin are elected 
for Halifax; also Dr. Tupper for 
Cumberland, and Macdonald and 
Doull for Pictou, Mr. Shipman has 
been elected for King’s County, and 
Mr. Killam for Yarmouth.

Several of the Tories, anxious to 
have the taverns and saloons open in' 
Toronto v during the elections, have 
obtained the opinion of Mr. J. H. 
Cameron on the subject. After citing 
the clauses in the acts relating to 
elections, he says My opinion is 
perfectly clear, that there is no law 
whatever to prevent the keeping open 
of any * hotel, tavern or shop in which 
spirituous or fermented liquors are 
ordinarily sold’ during any polling 
day of an election for a member oi 
the House of Commons in the Pro­
vince of Ontario, and that no penalty 
can be enforced against any person, 
having such hotel, tavern or shop, for 
not closing it on that day in the mu­
nicipality where the election is being
