The Jezreelites.
LONDON, June 16.—Michigan people may 

remember the case of Noah Drew, an old 
farmer, who some six years ago was induced 
by an English religious charlatan named 
Peter White to sell a $5,000 farm and give 
the money to White and journey with his 
wife to Chatham, in Kent, where he entered 
the Jezreelite community called the House 
of the Lord.

Mary Anderson’s Marriage To 
Be “A Quiet Affair.”

THE BAPTISTS.
The Safety of St Paul’s Cathedral 

Imperilled by Excavations. Annual Meeting of the Western Asso­
ciation at Windsor.

WINDSOR, Ont., June 26.—The Western 
Association of Regular Baptist Churches 
met in Windsor Friday with over 100 dele- 
gates present. The annual sermon was 
preached by Rev. J. Booker, of Blenheim. 
Mr. Booker was elected moderator, Rev. 
L. Iler, clerk, and Rev. Murdock, assistant 
clerk. Among the delegates are Hon. David 
Mills and wife. Dr. McVicar, of Toronto, 
and Dr. Stedman, of Detroit.

The reports showed 124 Baptisms during 
the year and nearly $11,000 raised for 
church I urposes during the year. Gener- 
ally the reports were of a cheering char- 
acter. The Sunday school report showed 
1,599 scholars on the roll with an average 
attendance of 1,286; teachers, 177; amount 
raised, $1,300. ...
Rev. Mr. Prosser from the Association 

Board of Home Missions, reported the 
progress, prosperity and present condition 
of home mission work done in the Western 
district.
Mr. W. S. McAlpin read a paper, “A 

Sterling Member of a Baptist Church," 
which was highly appreciated and drew 
out an interesting discussion. Dr. McVicar 
took part.

The Moderator referred to the death of 
Dr. Castle, late principal of McMaster Col­
lege, Toronto, which had recently taken 
place at Philadelphia. He said the death 
of Dr. Castle would not only cause sorrow 
in the Baptist denomination in Canada but 
throughout all denominations. The in- 
fluence of such men could not be confined 
to any one denomination.

During the afternoon Rev. Dr. Grinnell, 
of Detroit, was introduced to the Associa­
tion. He expressed his pleasure at being 
present, and referred in feeling terms to the 
death of Dr. Castle. Referring to the re­
port that Dr. McVicar was likely to accept 
a leading position in connection with edu­
cation on his side of the line, Dr. Grinnell 
said they had from time to time received 
accession to their ranks from this side, and 
from his reading and personal observance 
he did not know of a single failure from 
this side of the line. He thought they 
breathed a better moral atmosphere on this 
side. There was no dividing river in the 
Kingdom of God.

In the evening a platform meeting was 
held, when the church was crowded. The 
Rev. Mr. Ware spoke in the interests of 
home missions. He said the Home Mission 
Board were not begging, they simply asked 
the people to give back part of what was 
received from God, to carry on God's work. 
Rev. Mr. Davis, in speaking on the home 
mission question, said God intended that 
there should be a Canadian nation. There 
was no talk of annexation even in Windsor. 
Canada did not consist of Ontario and Que­
bec. We had a great country to settle up 
in the Northwest.

The Hon. David Mills spoke in the inter­
ests of foreign missions. He referred to 
the efforts ot the early Christians in spread­
ing the Gospel and to the success whicli 
attended their efforts. He attributed 
their success to their earnestness and zeal. 
He urged the importance of sending the 
Gospel to the dark places of the earth.

Dr. McVicar spoke of the educational in­
terests of the denomination. He referred 
in feeling terms to the death of Dr. Castle 
and paid a tribute to his life as a consistent 
Christian and able educationist. Referring 
to his resignation from McMaster Hall, he 
said he did not resign from any differences 
with the Board of Governors as to the edu- 
cational policy. He went on to say that 
he considered the school system of On­
tario the best in the world although he 
did not agree with it in every particular. 
He had been connected with the state schools 
of New York State for 30 years and was a 
strong supporter of free schools. He was 
strongly against legislating the Bible into 
public schools and did not want to see the 
Bible lead by every teacher, making the 
reading of it in many cases a mere farce. 
He spoke strongly on this point. He want­
ed the teachers to take the Bibles into the 
schools in their hearts. Referring to the 
educational affairs of the denomination he 
considered that the Baptists of Ontario 
were better organized than Baptists of any 
country in the world. He considered the 
Woodstock College better equipped for its 
work than any college of its kind on the 
continent, and urged the Baptists of the 
Western Association to give their active 
support to that institution.

The following resolution was carried 
unanimously:

Moved by Hon. David Mills, seconded by 
Mr. Houston, that this association learns of 
the retirement of the Rev. Dr. McVicar from 
his professional work in this Province, in which 
he was 80 eminently successful, with deep re- 
gret, but at the same time it trusts that with 
the divine blessing he may be not less useful in 
the discharge of the new and responsible de- 
partment of Christian work upon which he is 
about to enter in the neighboring Republic.

The Cholera in Spain.
MADRID, June 16.—In the city of

A New Departure.

LONDON, June 16.—As a result of the re­
cent crisis in Tory affairs the Ministers 
have resolved to propose a change of the 
rules on the standing orders, as they are 
called in the Commons, which will intro- 
duce a novel principle in English Parlia­
mentary procedure. It has been the im­
memorial law that all unfinished legis- 
lation dies with the close of each session. 
The Government will now offer a reso, 
lution giving it the power at the end of 
the session to hold over such incomplete 
bills as it may select, taking them up 
in the succeeding session at the point 
where their progress was interrupted. 
This is an alteration which a good many 
Radicals have been urging for the pasteight 
years, and it is understood that their 
present inclination is toward supporting it. 
Now this very fact makes Tory-Unionist 
private members nervous, for they foresee 
how greatly such a change would assist a 
Liberal majority to carry a measure of home 
rule. Some of them will rebel against it 
on this ground, but in all probability it will 
be carried, and thus be a fresh illustration 
of the curious way in which Tory Ministers 
get coerced by the conditions of English 
politics into passing measures more radical 
than the Liberals themselves had pro­
posed.

St. Paul’s Cathedral in Danger.
LONDON, June 16.—Great fears are enter­

tained for the safety of St. Paul’s Cathedral 
in consequence of the new underground 
railway to be constructed within a few 
hundred yards of the building. Chris­
topher Wren left a memorandum to the 
effect that the foundations were not so good 
as he could wish, consequently it is feared 
that the vibration caused by the trains will 
endanger the dome, even if the preliminary 
works do not imperil the entire fabric. 
The promoters of the line say the 
underground railway near Westmin­
ster Abbey is not felt. It is stated 
on the best- authority that in real­
ity the trains shake the building consider­
ably, but the foundations being exceeding­
ly good no damage is done. Different con­
ditions exist at St. Paul’s. Watercourses 
render the ground uncertain. As the 
cathedral stands higher than the surround­
ing localities, some shifting of soil in dig­
ging (out for the railways is inevitable. 
The Dean and Chapter are in a state of 
great alarm, and will endeavor to induce 
the House of Lords to throw out the bill 
authorizing the line.

Before the Royal Commission of Inquiry 
into the question of providing additional 
space for the interment of distinguished 
men in Westminster Abbey, some curious 
facts are coming out. The space beneath 
the abbey in many parts is filled up with 
concrete of a very ancient date, sometimes 
rendering it necessary to hollow out room 
for the coffin.

HALIFAX, June 15.—The steamer Harlow, 
which was ordered at Bay St. George, Nfid., 
not to land any of her cargo there, ar- 
rived back here to-day. Captain Farquhar 
reports that at Bay St. George, the Col­
lector of Customs handed him a written 
notice to the effect that he would not be 
permitted to land any goods consigned to 
people there, on the ground that the people 
refused to pay customs duties to the New­
foundland Government. Capt. Farquhar 
says there was no excitement prevalent, but 
the people were determined not to pay 
duties on importations. The Harlow con­
sequently continued her voyage up to New­
foundland, getting as far north as Flower’s 
Cove, where the people were found to be in 
a destitute and deplorable condition for 
want of food. The Ha low was the first 
vessel to arrive there this season, and her 
appearance was hailed with joy. Fortun- 
Lately the steamer had on board provisions 
consigned to Bay St. George, and at the 
urgent request of the Local Relief Commit­
tee landed a portion for distribution amongst 
the starving people. On calling at Bay St. 
George on the return voyage it was found 
an understanding had been reached by 
which the people agreed to continue to pay 
customs duties on promise of the authorities 
to consider their grievances.

Capt. Farquhar brought a letter signed 
by Rev. G. Raymond Howells, Church of 
England clergyman at Flower’s Cove, giv­
ing a harrowing statement of the condition 
of affairs there during the past nine months.

The 
total number of cases thus far reported is 
91. One of the persons who fled from the 
town for safety has died from the disease at 
Albaide.

Censured the Kaiser.
Berlin, June 16.—An enormous meeting 

of Social Democrats was held on the Volks- 
brauerei at Mosbit, a suburb of Berlin, Sat- 
urday. The immense building was packed 
to suffocation and thousands who were un­
able to obtain admission held overflow 
meetings near by. The meeting was a very 
exciting one. The speakers freely criticised 
the socialist and labor policy of the Em- 
peror, and the meeting finally passed a 
resolution censuring the Kaiser for his 
labor rescripts. The day was past, the 
resolution set forth, when Germany could 
be governed by rescripts. The people de- 
mand a full and unrestrained share in the 
government of the empire, and it could not 
be with safety denied them.

Bismarck-A New Party.
BERLIN, June 16.—A deputation of Con­

servatives from the fourth district of Pots­
dam, which is now unrepresented in the 
Reichstag on account of the death of Herr 
Weddel Malchow, went to Friedrichsruhe 
to ask Prince Bismarck to accept the candi­
dature. He promised to give the proposal 
his favorable consideration, and this is taken 
to mean that he will stand. The members 
of the Reichstag already foresee that the 
Prince’s presence will produce the grouping 
of a new party under his lead, composed 
of Conservatives, old National Liberals and 
a small section of the moderate Freisinnige 
party. This group will prominently repre­
sent the small land owners, manufacturers 
and bankers, who are opposed to the pro- 
Socialist policy, and is certain to secure the 
support of a number of Centerists, thus 
forming a strong combination.

The British Pubite Profoundly Stirred.
London, June 16.—Members who have 

come up from the Provinces during the 
week say that they never saw public 
opinion so profoundly stirred before as it is 
over the measure, which has been dubbed the 
Publicans’ End owment Bill." Neither the 
Bulgarian atrocity nor the suffrage 
campaign, they say, could hold a candle to 
it as an exciting nd effective electoral issue.

“A Diplomatic Event."
HAMILTON, June 16. —A terrible murder 

took place last night at the home of an old 
colored man named Grimes, living some 
distance west of the confines of the city, on 
the Macklin survey.

For some time past, a negro named 
Zachariah Shields, about 19 years old, short 
and muscular, with a face as black as ink, 
has been boarding with Grimes, Last even­
ing Shields returned to the house drunk 
and began assaulting Mrs. Hedges, who 
lived with old Grimes. He first demanded 
something to eat, and on being refused be­
gan throwing things out of the house. He 
became so abusive that Mis. Hedges came 
into the city and got out a warrant for his

The next news heard was contained in a 
telephone message to the police about 9:45, 
that two young men had seen the dead body 
of old Grimes lying outside his house, and 
to al! appearance he had been killed with 
an axe. The patrol wagon went to the 
scene of the tragedy, but the murderer had 
escaped into the bush.

Shields is said to be a cousin of Mfrs. 
Hedges. He and the dead man had not 
been on speaking terms for some weeks, and 
the murder was apparently caused by 
drunken spite.

Berlin, June 16.—The semi-official 
announcement that Chancellor Von Caprivi 
will accompany Emperor William on his 
visit to the Czar converts the meeting of 
the Sovereigns from an enchange of im- 
perial courtesies into a diplomatic event. 
The interview has been fixed for the 2nd of 
August. Emperor William will remain 
with the Czar three days. Prior to the 
visit Signor Crispi, the Italian Premier, is 
expected to be in Berlin for a con­
ference with Gen. Von Caprivi. He 
will see Count Kalnoky, the Austro- 
Hungarian Premier, en route to 
Berlin. These movements have a distinct 
relation to a renewal of the negotiations for 
a settlement of the Bulgarian question. The 
Russian Government persists in refusing to 
recognize Prince Ferdinand, but offers to 
recognize M. Stambouloff, the Bulgarian 
Premier. The Government, after the de- 
parture of Prince Ferdinand, will send a 
Russian commissioner to Sofia to offer the 
people as alternative candidates for the 
throne, the Duke of Leuchtenberg, or 
Prince Karl, son of the King of Sweden. 
The Duke of Leuchtenberg, having married 
a Montenegrin princess, has less chance of 
acceptance by the European powers. Prince 
Karl is sure of the English Government’s 
support. After the election of a Prince, 
the Stambouloff Ministry will be dissolved 
and replaced by a Stambouloff and Sekeff 
coalition. M. Stambouloff is ready to 
sacrifice Prince Ferdinand if his own 
position is assured as a result of the arrange- 
ment. The leading diplomats at Con­
stantinople have been recalled. Herr 
Radowitz, the German ambassador; M. 
Nelidoff, Russia’s representative, and Sir 
W. A. White, the British diplomat, are to 
be replaced by Ministers who will be on a 
more friendly footing. The leading ten­
dency of the changes is rather favorable to 
a renewal of the Czar’s influence In the 
Balkans. Whatever may be the issues of 
the meeting at St. Petersburg, they will 
not involve a change of relations in the 
Dreibund.
