Ottawa, March 6. — The western

Japanese Are Exhausted by 
the Tremendous Effort and 

Kuropatkin May Win.
Sunday's Operations. \

Tokio, March 6. — 3 p.m. — The head- 
quarters of the Japanese armies in the 
field, reporting yesterday, said: “In 
the Singking (or Yenden) district, the 
enemy is continuing a stubborn resist­
ance at several lines of defense.

"In the Shakhe River direction, our 
detachment which attacked the north­
ern eminence of Pinniupao. Saturday, 
has occupied Pinniupao. four miles 
west of Waitao Mountain.

“Our force in the neighborhood of 
Housupaotzu, occupied a redoubt on a 
height northeast of the village at 
dawn on Sunday.

“East of the railroad at 8 o'clock, 
Sunday morning, our force occupied 
Liuchientun, three miles southwest of 
Wanpao Mountain, and pressed part 
of the enemy into the center of the 
village, where it is now surrounding 
them.

“West of the railroad on Sunday our 
force captured Hanchangpao and Si- 
apsuchiepao, and now continues to ad­
vance. Suchiatun railroad station is 
burning."

St. Petersburg, March 6. — 2:57 p.m. 
—The Associated Press has just 
learned that Gen. Kuropatkin has 
launched a blow at Field Marshal 
Oyama’s left center, just east of the 
railroad. The fighting is desperate 
along almost the entire line.

Kuropatkin’s losses in killed and 
wounded up to last night are placed 
at 23,500. Oyama is believed to have 
already lost 40,000 men. The Japanese 
army, according to the prisoners, is 
greatly exhausted. They repeat the 
statement that some of Gen. Nogi’s 
men have not had any food for two 
days.

Tokio, March 5, 2 p.m.—Field Mar­
shal Oyama is continuing his great 
drives around both flanks of the Rus­
sian army. His front is now a huge 
bow, the base on the Shakhe River, the 
right arms reaching a point east of 
Fushun and the left arm extending 
to a point west of Mukden. He is 
steadily tightening the great cordon 
of men and steel. General Kuropatkin 
is striving desperately to check the 
Japanese advances, contesting the 
flank encroachments and hammering 
the Japanese center. The Japanese 
are making heavy gains of ground 
west of the railway, and have captured 
great quantities of stores and other 
spoils. There has already been bloody 
fighting and heavy losses, and this 
will be vastly increased when the 
masses of infantry meet.

The . Russians, driven from Chin 
Hochen, passed Talian, and have re­
mained at Samlungku four days, re­
sisting the Japanese advance. The 
Russians there, although having re­
ceived a reinforcement of over 30.000 
men. shows signs of retreat. The 
Japanese are pressing them towards 
Makunlin.

The result of the greatest battle of 

modern times is expected to be deter­
mined today or tomorrow. Two of the 
largest armies of recent times, both in 
men and guns, are now locked in a 
death struggle, and although Gen. 
Kuropatkin has evidently made every 
preparation to cover his retreat by re­
moving his accumulated stores and 
munitions northward, it is now the 
opinion of military men here that one 
side or the other cannot escape an 
overwhelming disaster.

With both wings bent backward, 
Kuropatkin's position appears to be 
desperate, but the issue is still in the 
balance.

He startled 
and amazed the war office by the mar­
velous daring of Kuroki's advance 
against the extreme Russian left, and 
the series of blows delivered at the 
center, where no less than thirteen sep­
arate attacks have been launched by 
the. Imperial Guards ten miles east of 
Poutiloff Hill.

But it is now realized that the heavy 
blows at the left were intended to 
mask the real turning movement, which 
came like a bolt from a clear sky out 
of the west. Kuropatkin fell into the 
trap. The situation seemed an exact 
duplicate of that at Liao Yang, and 
the Russian commander-in-chief has­
tened to mass forces to meet Kuroki.

Russians Hang On to the Positions 
South of Mukden.

Mukden, Sunday, March 5.—Delayed 
in Transmission.—All day long the bat­
tle raged ceaselessly. The Japanese, 
have been concentrating their energies 
on Machiapu. for the possession of 
which they have been struggling for 
two days. But with all their gallantry 
they were unable to dislodge the Rus­
sians, who are clinging to their works 
with bulldog tenacity.

Japanese shrapnel has been bursting 
within a mile and a half of the Hun 
railway bridge, which evidently is the 
Japanese objective. The capture of 
that position would render the occupa­
tion of the Hun River south of Muk­
den, untenable.

A fierce and continuous artillery en­
gagement is taking place about four 
miles north of Machiapu. From the 
Hun bridge a long line of battle 
stretches in both directions as far as 
the eye can reach. Northwest toward 
Tatchekiao and eastward along the 
Shakhe River it is marked by a line 
of bursting shells.

The Russian losses are not excessive 
considering the severity of the five 
days' fighting. The Japanese, as the 
attackers have suffered heavier than 
the Russians. A decision in the battle 
should be reached tomorrow or Tues­
day.

New Lake Line.
Sarnia, March 6. — The Northern 

Navigation Company will probably buy 
the handsome new steamer Majestic 
and put her on the route between To­
ledo and the Canadian Soo, Windsor, 
Sarnia, Goderich and the islands of the 
Georgian Bay in opposition to the King 
Edward, of the Algoma central route.

Duel of the Big Guns.
Mukden, March 5.—Noon.—An artil­

lery duel has been raging since morn­
ing to the westward of Mukden, and 
the Japanese shells are exploding 
within three miles of the Imperial 
tombs. The line of the Japanese ad­
vanced guards extends about seven 
miles parallel with the railway. Scat­
tered Chinese villages, which are prac­
tically the only shelters in this open 
plain, are receiving particular atten­
tion from the gunners. Throughout 
the day the Russian batteries replied 
vigorously to the Japanese tire, and 
the exchange of shrapnel has been 
terrific. The whole of the tire zone 
is occasionally obscured by dense 
white smoke from exploding missiles.

Kuropatkin’s Reports.
St. Petersburg, March 5. — The ad­

vanced guard of the Japanese left 
army are 5% miles from Mukden sta- 
tion Saturday, according to a tele­
gram from General Kuropatkin given 
out today. Other Japanese had cap­
tured Suchudzin and Lansehanpa the 
same day, while their attacks on 
Putiloff Hill and thirteen fierce as­
saults on Kandoleson were repulsed. 
The commander-in-chief's dispatch, 
which is dated March 4, is as follows:

Friday night was quiet on the west­
ern flank. On Friday a detachment 
of our forces on the Mukden-Sinmin- 
tin road met and fought a body of the 
enemy advancing from the westward. 
Gun firing has been audible since 
morning in the direction of Suchudzin. 
All is quiet on the center, excepting 
in the Shakhe zone, which the Japan­
ese attacked during Friday evening, 
creeping up to the wire entangle­
ments of our fortifications and hurl­
ing hand grenades. The attackers, 
however, were soon repulsed without 
succeeding in damaging the entangle­
ments. The Japanese guard during 
Friday evening continued its attacks 
on Kandolesan, and the tenth attack 
was repulsed at 4 o’clock this morning. 
Japanese corpses are piled high against 
our earthworks. The enemy’s attack 
against the Gaotu Pass position was 
suspended towards Friday evening, 
and a renewal of it is expected.
