Perfect Score at D. R. A. in Britain to Enforce
Certain Demands.

London, Aug. 24.—A definite aligm
ment of the British working classes
against the present Government sys-
tem is believed today to be foresha-
dowed in the announcement by the
labor conference that it will demand a
change in the law that prohibits labor
unions from assessing their members
for the benefit of their parliamentary
representatives.

Ramsay MacDonald, one of the lead-
ers of the Labor party, declared that
“yvesterday’s resolutions mean more
than they say. We are going to ob-
tain our rights or somebody is going
to feel the weight of the united@ oppo-
sition of all English workmen.”

Political leaders are not deceived by
the moderate tone of the resolution
favoring the inauguration of a cam-
paign for the right to use union labor
funds for political purposes. The reso-
lution is believed to veil a warlike de-
termination, and there is grave fear
that they will carry the issue to the
point where the Government might be
forced to outlaw all labor unions,

This would bring the threatened
general strike of the 155 labor unions
in Great Britain, with a membership
of 1,500,000. Leaders in the Liberal
party favor making concessions to the
labor unions to avoid alienating the
Labor and Irish members of Parlia-
ment from the present successful par-
llamentary alliance. In this, how-
ever, they are sure to be opposed by
the C(onservatives, who want the
threatened withdrawal to materialize

so that they will again have a major-
ity in Parliament,

COUNTING THE DEAD
IN FIRE-SWEPT STATES

Scores of Bodies Being Found—
140 Known to Have Perish-
ed in Idaho.

Spokane, Wash., Aug. 25.—The mys-

tery of the bodies that are being
found in the St, Joe country of Idaho
probably will be cleared up today when
the Chicago, Milwaukee and Puget
Sound road runs its first passenger
train to Avery.
One hundred and six men, living in
the St. Joe Valley are missing.
Twenty-two bodies, supposed to be of
settlers, were found yesterday. Sev-
eral days ago twenty bodies were dis-
covered scattered over an area of over
a mile, and it was assumed they were
forest employees. Supervisor Weigle
last night, however, declared they
were not rangers. Add the number of
dead rangers, 74, the 44 bodies found
near Avery, the 10 Japanese who
perished near Avery, and the various
known dead in Washington, Idaho,
and the total is 142. This is without
taking into account the 185 rangers
imprisoned on the head water of the
St. Joe.

The appalling loss of life among
the forest employees has taken the
heart out of the surviving foresters,
and an order has been issued not to
risk life to save timber. The little tires
are being extinguished, but the great
fires, to fight which might result in
more loss of life, will be allowed tui
burn themselves out, or until the rains
extinguish them.

Fires Burned Out.

In the Coeur d’'Alene mining country

More Dead Bodies.

Spokane, Wash.,, Aug. 25.—A Chi-
cago, Milwaukee and Puget Sound
freight train that arrived from Avery,
Idaho, last night, brought news that
29 podies were found yesterday in WRit-
ter Root Creek, south of Avery. Six-
teen of the bodies found yesterday
were lving close together. The others
were in the creek, with their hands
covering the faces. A detachment of
negro soldiers of the 25th Infantry
found the bodies and conveyed them
to Avery.

Unidentified Dead. .

Only four of the 52 persons killed
near Avery have beea identified, and
these four were settlers. All bodies
are burned as soon as they are brought
in for fear of infection. While fire
fighters are referred to as rangers,
most of them are hired from employ-
ment agencies, and are not regularly
connected with the forestry service.

Crisis Past.

Washington, Aug. 25.—Basing his
judgment on telegrams from the north-
west, telling of the fall of rain and
snow, Associate-Forester Potter today
expressed the opinion toward depart-
ment officials that the crisis had pass-
ed im the fight against the forest fires.

Boston, Aug. 25.—The dense clouds
of smoke from the burning forests of
Washington, Montana and Idaho are
gradually working their way eastward.
Since yesterday the sky has been ob-
scured by smoke, dirt particles and
moisture, and last evening the com-
bination was so dark that it had the
appearance of storm clouds.

clocks in the world.

“Big Ben’s” four
23 feet in diameter,
of these faces are exactly 180 feet
from the pavement, The figures have
a height of two feet, and the minute
spaces are two feet square. The music
hall artists have taken up the theme,
and monologists tickle English audi-
tors by describing how “Big Ben”
covered “his face with his hands,” and
all that stuff. But the cleaning force
meant business, and, contrary to those
punning assertions they just took off
the interfering hands and sent them
away to be painted. This was no
trifling job, for the minute hands,
which are made of copper, are four-
teen feet long, weigh about two hun-
dred pounds each, and have the capac-
ity to travel approximately a hundred
miles each year. The hour hands are
nine feet in length, but even heavier
than those which deal with the minute
periods of time.

With the exception of this summer
cleaning, the clock’s general health is
quite satisfactory. Though fifty-two
years of age it keeps perfect time, and
has not varied a second in weeks.
The present days of electricity, how-
ever, is to work changeg with “Big
Ben.” Some time ago the gas beacons
wkich illuminated its fages at night
were abolished in favor of electric
lamps. Now electricity is to put the
governmental “clock winders” out of
business. They, too, have had their
own troubles in keeping “Big Ben"
busy on the time circuit.

MATTERS QUIET
IN KOREA NOW

Official Announcement of Annexation
Causes No Excitement.

Seoul, Korea, Aug. 25. — Official an-
nouncement of the annexation of Korea
by Japan was made here today, the
Korean newspapers being permitted to
publish the news of the meeting be-
tween Li€ui.-Gen. Terauchi, the Jap-
anese resident-general, and the Korean
emperor and cabinet, at the palace here
on Aug. 22, at which the terms of an-
nexation were discussed, and accepted
by the emperor and his cabinet. The
announcement has caused no excite-
ment. Many of the leading Koreans
appear uncertain about the change of
status of their country, recognizing
that annexation was inevitable.

Public gatherings have been forbid-
den as a precautionary measure, al-
though in Japanese circles it is thought
that the definite promulgation of the
convention of annexation will be ac-
cepted by the Koreang without open
