Nothing can be done at present to- 

wards checking the blaze as the 
white birch, with which the country 
is filled, burns up like lightning as 
soon as it is touched by a spark.

Entire Cement Plant for a Time Was 
Threatened With Destruction.

Owen Round, Ont., July 11.—For 
a time this morning fire threatened to 
wipe out the huge Canada Cement 
Company's plant at Shallow Lake about 
10 miles from here. About 4 o’clock 
in the morning fire was discovered In 
the rotary kiln building and before 
the company’s volunteer brigade could 
turn the water upon it the entire 
structure was aflame.
