T have vieited both western ang eas-,
tern Canada and am convisced that
this country has entered upon a long
period of prosperity. From time to
time there will' doubtless be checks to
the prosperity, but these alwayrs cone
to states “which make+rapid progrees
and the reactions are necessary to pre-
vent inflation. But here is not likely
to be even g check to tne expansion
for sveral years.

‘T-he most disastrous thing that could
come to Canada at this time would be
an outbreak of war in Europe whichk
would check the inflow of British cap-
ital and of lmnigrants, With peace
maintained nothing will be lacking to
assure to Canade a - period of great
progress of actlve trade, of increas-
ing wealth gnd a growth Qf population
propertionately greater than tnat of
any other country in the world.

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the resources of the United States are
de\eloped. Canada’s slow progress in
the past has mainly resulted from the
exjstence of the Great Lakes and a
streteh af country of several hundred
‘miles in extent, .consisting mainly of
rock and water, which effectually cut
off the farming ‘dlmrims of eastern
Canad, from those of the western
states. As agricultural development
proceeded west this geograpaical ob-
stdcle forced the ploneer farmers of
Canada into the United States. When
railway extensions and railway econo-
mies made it possible and profitablé to
raise-agricultural produce in IHlinois
and In western states the pioneer far-
mers of Canada sold their holdings in
their own country and moved into the
new districts of Untited States.
Further, when the Dakotas were open-
ed up to cultivation large numibers of
Canadian farmers sold their developed
properties at good prices to take up
virgin lands. Had topographical con-
ditions in Canadd been. similar to those
of the United States these farmers
would have remained in their wn
country and would rhave proceeded
weet as rallway sclence advanced gnd
became possible to raise foodstuffs for
inereasing distance from
the seaboard. THinois Towa ang the
Dakotas are now highiy cultivated and
farmers - des kandg o
have to go still furthe:
cincumstances large
old Canadian farmers,
from Eastern Canada into
States are returning to
dwell in Manitoba, Saskatcaewan and
Adberta. .
