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New Brunswick Horses.

A late issue of the Maine Farmer 
thus writes about the Government 
stock horses : —

" The fact that the people of the 
State of Maine are sending thousands 
of dollars annually to the Provinces 
for carriage and draught horses, is 
reason enough for attention being 
called to the importations made by 
the Provincial Government, and the 
good results already to be seen. The 
breeders of Maine have not realised 
the importance of giving attention to 
the larger classes, but have been 
straining every nerve to perfect the 
trotting and gent’s driving interests. 
If these thousands are to go out of 
Maine, we trust they may be directed 
eastward, but against this drain the 
Farmer has been lifting its voice for 
years. There may not be the fancy 
prices realized for the phenomenal 
trotter, but while so many conditions 
enter in to prevent one’s realizing 
profit with this class, it has been 
urged that the breeding of draft, or 
larger carriage horses, can be made 
profitable to any man owing a sound 
brood mare. This position cannot be 
refuted, yet it in no way antagonizes 
other features of breeding. The man 
who can make a success with trotting 
stock, might utterly fail with Per- 
obérons or Clydes. The average 
farmer cannot give the time and 
attention necessary for the highest 
success with trotting stock, while he 
can raise yearly, a draft or coach 
horse at a good profit.

" This field has been too long ne- 
glected, and even to-day but compara- 
tively few stallions weighing 1300 lbs. 
or over, are to be found in the State. 
The sums paid for stock imported 
only tells a part of the story, as many 
are working along with small sized 
animals because they have them, and 
have not the means to procure others. 
One has but to cross the boundary 
line, or journey through Aroostook, 
to see A marked difference in the size 
of the average farm horse, compared 
with that of central or western Maine. 
It will be years before we can supply 
the demands of the home market, and 
until then we must yearly import the 
number necessary to supply our mar 
ket. With this fact staring us in the 
face, the recent importation by the 
Provincial Government, of stallions 
to be used throughout the several 
counties, and under conditions favor- 
able to the average farmer, becomes 
a matter of interest to us this side of 
the line,

" In July, 1886, the Board of Agri- 
culture of New Brunswick passed a 
resolution asking the government to 
import eight or ten horses for stock 
purposes, a portion of the grants to 
agricultural societies being appro- 
printed each year to the payment of 
the same. The request being com- 
plied with, Hon. David McLellan, 
Provincial Secretary, was authorized 
to make purchases. He visited Eng- 
land and Scotland, made a thorough 
inspection of the stock, and secured 
two Cleveland bays, weighing, Feb. 
28th, 1887, 1292 and 1409 lbs. each, 
one English coach horse weighing 
1260 lbf., two shire horses, weight 
1785 lbs. each, six Clydesdales, weigh- 
ing 1701, 1637, 1639, 1630, 1588, and 
1417 lbs., the last only three years old, 
four Percherons, weighing 1673, 1885, 
1860, and 1470 Ibs, and in addition 
one mare three years old, weighing 
1722 lbs. All these are entered in 
the Stud Books, and were also thor- 
oughly examined by competent veter- 
inaries before shipment, with special 
reference to soundness. After return- 
ing from England, Mr. McLellan 
visited the States and purchased two 
representatives of trotting families, 
and a thoroughbred runner from Ken- 
tucky. The trotters are an inbred 
Morgan, and Harry Wilkes, the repre- 
sentative of that noted family. Want 
of space prevents our giving the 
breeding of each individual animal, 
yet what we here present will satisfy 
the most credulous as to their su- 
periority."

Then follows the government regu- 
lations regarding the horses.

into a trot. Every day, however, he 
became a little stronger, and in a 
couple of months he was able to ride 
ten or twenty miles on a stretch with 
very little fatigue.

For 
those who love horses the stable cure 
would be such a pleasant one that a 
physician who prescribed it might be 
sure that his directions would be fol- 
lowed to the letter.—Cor. Boston Post.
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FARM NOTES. ALL SORTS.
Kindness to domestic animals always 

pays.
aThe honey crop of the United 
States this season is one of the poorest 
known for years.

Slightly sour (net stale) cream will 
give more butter, and of better flavor, 
than cream perfectly sweet. An enor- 
mous quantity of butter is lost every 
winter from neglect of this rule, as in 
very cold weather cream does not 
sour readily.

Yearlings and calves should be 
sheltered at night. A month’s growth 
is easily used up by exposure to one 
cold storm. Every effort should be 
used now to prevent loss of condition 
which is very difficult to restore 
during the winter.

.Shut the cows into the barn now. 
Frostbitten grass is not the food to 
make milk and butter from, and 
serves to injure the appetite for the 
much better food that has been stored 
for their use. Cows will gain in milk, 
and the butter made from it will be of 
better quality if they are now confined 
to the barn.

If horses or cattle are troubled with 
constipation, give such animals half a 
peck of potatoes, each day, for a week 
or two. Two quarts of wheat bran 
mixed with a horse’s oats night and 
morning have a tendency to prevent 
and relieve costiveness. Bran fed 
moderately and regularly to cows, 
ewes and brood sows will keep the 
bowels in proper condition.

For worms in hogs there is no sim- 
ple, more harmless and effective 
remedy than flowers of sulphur. 
Swine rapidly partake of it when 
mixed with gruel or other sloppy 
food. For pigs under three months 
old a teaspoonful is a dose ; for older 
ones, a dessert spoon to a tablespoon- 
ful. It may be given four days in 
succession, once or twice daily.

There are so many deplorable cases 
in which old farmers who have work- 
ed hard all their lives have been de- 
prived of their little all by some un- 
fortunate loan or unwise investment- 
that we are disposed to advise keep- 
ing the farm, even though the rental 
amounts to but a small percentage of 
interest on the value of the property. 
The safest of all banks is a bank of 
earth.

A new idea is brought out this year 
on the saving of seed corn. It is that 
the selected ear should neither be 
husked nor separated from the stalk 
on which it grew, but the whole, stalk 
and unhusked ear, hung up where it 
will thoroughly dry, and so kept till 
the planting season comes round. The 
claim is that seed so kept has a 
greater vitality and produces more 
vigorous plants than even that husked 
and dried by fire heat.

Two men have lost their lives, one 
in Massachusetts, the other in Con- 
necticut, during the present year from 
that loathsome disease known as glan- 
ders. In both cases the disease was 
contracted while the men were at- 
tempting to cure the horses by treat- 
ment. The sooner horse men learn 
that this disease is incurable, and that 
a glandered horse is an unsafe animal 
to have around, the sooner the news- 
papers will cease to record cases of 
loss of human life from treating or 
handling such horses.

Growing animals need comparative- 
ly more food than those fully grown; 
their size and health depend largely 
upon present care. Water at the 
freezing point is not so healthful as 
warmer water, and requires extra 
food consumed to heat it in the animal 
system. A shivering calf appeals to 
the pocket as well as to the sympathy 
of its owner. The hen with warm 
feed and a comfortable house will pay 
for her keeping; while one with no 
home and little to eat will be winter- 
ed, if she lives through, at a loss.

A correspondent of the Michigan 
Farmer says : "I wish to tell those 
who are suffering from that terrible 
scourge, felons, of a painless remedy 
that will effect a perfect cure in 
twenty-four hours, as I have had 
occasion to prove within the last three 
days. A lady came here who had 
been suffering for two weeks with a 
felon on the end of her middle finger. 
I saturated a bit of wild turnip, the 
size of a bean, with spirits of turpen- 
tine and applied it to the affected 
part. It relieved the pain at once. 
In twelve hours there was a hole in 
the bone, and the felon was destroyed. 
I removed the turnip and applied beal- 
ing salve, and the finger is well.”

Many farmers seem to have an idea 
that if implements are only put away 
under shelter before winter, they have 
done their duty in the matter of care 
and that nothing more in that line 
could be expected. It does look very 
slack indeed to see them left out ia 
the fields and yards over winter, and 
it is bad for the tools. The iron work 
rusts and the wood work decays and 
starts from its place so that the whole 
structure becomes rickety and inse- 
cure. It takes but little time to house 
an implement when a job of work is 
Gnished. The room in which tools 
are stored is often so scant that imple- 
ments to be stored away must be 
taken apart. This involves a great 
deal of useless trouble.

To those who have noticed how 
little mindful sheep are to the severest 
cold weather when well fleeced, it 
may seem idle to say anything about 
protection for sheep, yet protection is 
even more important during the pres- 
ent month than it will be for any of 
the subsequent months. It is not 
cold weather that hurts sheep so 
much as it is wet weather. Wool is 
always injured by getting wet, and 
when a sheep is exposed to a cold 
rain, such as we are likely to have an 
abundance of during the fall months, 
and the fleece gets filled with water 
which must be dried out slowly by 
the heat of the animal’s body, one can 
easily see how exposure to storms will 
not only injure the wool but give the 
sheep bad colds, catarrh, and reduce 
the vitality of the sheep to a low ebb. 
If good, healthy lambs are to be ex- 
pected it is therefore necessary that 
the ewes be protected from storms.

The Trotter as a Producer of the 
General-Purpose Horse.

While it is believed to be impossible 
to produce an all-purpose horse or 
even to establish a general-purpose 
breed of horses, it is believed to be on- 
tirely practicable to produce horses 
adapted to a variety of purposes, or 
general purpose horses, by the use of 
sires of one or the other of the well 
established special-purpose breeds; 
and it is our purpose to show that the 
trotter possesses special characteris- 
tics and is better adapted to the pro- 
duction of the general-purpose horse 
than any other, having breeding suffi- 
cient to produce uniformity in the off 
spring. While many general-purpose 
animals are as profitable practically 
and individually the equals of many 
special-purpose animals or full-bloods, 
yet they cannot perpetuate themselves 
as general-purpose animals for the 
reason that a sire whose breeding re- 
presents general characteristics, how- 
ever good he may be as an individual, 
has no power of choosing whether he 
will give to his offspring one quality 
or another, or a combination of any 
or all of them, and hence he has no 
power of producing uniformity in his 
offspring.

The tendency in such cases is to 
transmit only the qualities adapted to 
the surroundings, which as often leads 
to degeneration as to improvement. 
A sire whose breeding represents only 
special characteristics or is a full- 
blood of some special-purpose breed 
must transmit to his offspring these 
special qualities or none, and hence 
must produce uniformity in his off- 
spring. Aside from feed and care, 
success in breeding general-purpose 
horses depends on choosing a sire of 
some general purpose breed whose 
special characteristics come as near as 
possible to what is desired in the off 
spring.

The "general-purpose stallion" is 
one of the standing humbugs, When- 
ever anyone happens to have a lively 
colt, whether his breeding represents 
a little of the blood of all the breeds or 
not much of the blood of any breed, 
he is considered the perfection of 
horseflesh for a " general purpose stal- 
lion," is generally advertised under 
some high-sounding name. Perhaps 
these "general-purpose stallions" are 
not all of them worthless, but it is per- 
fectly safe to say that farmers and 
communities who patronise them 
never attracted horse buyers, while it 
is also perfectly safe to say that far- 
mers and communities that patronize 
stallions of one of the established 
breeds never fail sooner or later to at- 
tract buyers. An animal’s pedigree 
is simply a statement showing that all 
of his ancestors were of one kind of 
breed. Stud books do not make the 
breeds, but breeds make the stud 
books, and they are only a necessity 
as a matter of convenience, and be- 
cause the memory of people is treach- 
erous and their truth and veracity not 
always reliable.

In presenting the claims of the trot- 
ter as a producer of the general pur 
pose horse, it is of course necessary 
to make comparisons with other 
breeds, but not in the sense of detract- 
ing anything from their merit for the 
purposes to which they are especially 
adapted. The specialties of the trot- 
ter are for trotting races, gentlemen’s 
road driving, and ordinary roadsters. 
In these specialties the trotter has no 
competitor. The trotter has nearly 
the speed of the runner, with a way 
of using it that is practically available. 
The trotter has intelligence, disposi- 
tion and endurance unequalled by any 
other breed. In form the trotter has 
not altogether the blood-like appear- 
ance of the thoroughbred, which some 
people always associate with high 
breeding. The trotter has generally 
more substance and more blocky form, 
is generally a little heavier built 
through the head and neck, and in 
these respects takes a little of the 
form of the draft horse, and is likely 
the nearest approach that can ever be 
made to uniting speed with the ability 
to pull weight. The trotter has gene- 
rally good style, but it is of the plain 
and useful kind and not the style of 
the dude who parts his hair in the 
middle and has a world of room out- 
side of his head for brains.

The capacity of an ordinary horses’ 
stomach is about sixteen quarts, yet 
many farmers will not hesitate to 
administer eight quarts of oats at a 
dose, and then immediately supple, 
ment this with all the good fresh hay 
The can induce the horse to swallow. 
Such feeding can only result one way. 
The grain, the best past of the horse’s 
feed, is forced out of the stomach be- 
fore it is half digested and its place is 
taken by the less nutritious portion of 
his diet. A horse treated in this way, 
if he happens to have a good strong 
appetite, is apt to be reckoned a 
"glutton," and "a horse whose feed 
appears to do him no good." He is 
not allowed time to digest his food, 
and of course it cannot do him much 
good. Through irregular work and 
overwork his digestive organs in time 
become seriously impaired, and what 
we have quoted above becomes true of 
him, but with proper feeding such a 
misfortune would never have befallen 
him. Had he been allowed time to 
digest his grain before the hay was 
given him he would have received 
the full benefit of the eight quarts of 
oats, and at the proper time the hay 
would have been useful instead of de- 
trimental to him.

The air 
about the milk must be pure, with no 
smell of kitchen or other room about 
it, while a funky smelling cellar is 
death to it. The cream must be kept 
cool all the time, and away from the 
fire until the churn is ready for it. 
The churn must be well washed with 
boiling hot water, and this must be 
done within one hour after churning, 
or good butter cannot be made. This 
thing of allowing the churn to stand 
until the next day before washing, is 
criminal carelessness. The churn 
should be well aired so as to always 
smell sweet. Now market your but- 
ter as soon as you can after you make 
it, and having followed the above in- 
structions, you cannot go wrong.

Shoes for Slippery Roads,

We live and learn. The Germans 
are an ingenious people. They have 
invented horseshoes for bad roads. 
This is how they do it. The black- 
smith, when finishing a horseshoe, 
punches a hole in the two ends. When 
the shoe is cold he taps a screw thread 
and screws into the shoe, when on the 
horse’s foot, a sharp pointed stud of 
an inch in length. With shoes thus 
fitted the horse travels securely over 
the worst possible roads. Both riding, 
driving and draught horses are shod 
in the same way.

When the horse comes to the 
stable the groom unscrews the pointed 
stud and screws in a button, so that 
no damage can happen to the horse, 
and the screw holes are prevented 
from filling. When the horse is go- 
ing out the groom takes out the button 
and screws in the pointed stud. There 
is no fear of the horse coming back 
with broken knees or strained sinews, 
and the public are spared the sight of 
horses down or slipping in all direc- 
tions.

Sparrows a ‘ Virulent Curse.”

In the last annual report of the U. 
S. Department of Agriculture we find 
an elaborate discussion of the English 
Sparrow, by Dr. C. Hart Merrian, the 
Ornithologist to the Department, in 
which some startling facts are brought 
out. It seems that this bird, first in- 
troduced itself into America 37 years 
ago, has now established itself in 
thirty-five States and five Territories. 
This remarkable diffusion is due large- 
ly to two causes, first, its amazing 
fecundity, and second, the protection 
afforded it, either directly or indirect- 
ly, by man. Dr. Merriam showing 
that as a rule, five or six broods of 
young are reared each season, and 
that the progeny of a single pair (as- 
suming for the sake of computation 
that all live) may in ten years reach 
the remarkable figures of 275,716,963,- 
698. Among the evil deeds imputed 
to this feathered foreigner are the 
driving away of native birds, the in- 
jury of garden, grain and fruit crops, 
the defilement of public and private 
buildings, etc. Dr. Merriam advises 
that laws be enacted looking toward 
its extermination.

The Stable Cure.

I was not a little startled yesterday 
at meeting on the street, in the best 
of health apparently, an old acquaint- 
ance whom I had supposed to be fil- 
ling a consumptive’s grave long ere 
this. The last time that I heard of 
him was about a year ago, and then 
he had been given up by the doctors 
as a hopeless case. I congratulated 
him on his recovery, but I must con- 
fees that my liveliest emotion in re- 
gard to him was one of curiosity. In 
answer to my inquiries, he told me 
that when the medical men had ex- 
hausted their resources he determined 
to put in practice a plan of his own. 
Accordingly he journeyed by easy 
stages to the Blue Mountain region of 
Virginia, where he established him- 
self in a farm house, and bought a 
horse.

Feeding Turkeys,

Nothing in the poultry line pays 
better than marketing the turkey crop 
in prime condition. Many farmers 
do not understand this, and their tur- 
keys are killed when only half the 
size they would attain if properly at- 
tended to. Young turkeys should be 
kept growing from their very start in 
life, then when the time for fattening 
arrives they will not then require so 
much finishing off. In many cases 
they are killed and sent to market 
without any attempt to fatten. Even 
where the birds have plenty of range 
on the stubbles, they cannot pick up 
too much food. In all cases feed 
should be given every evening before 
roosting time. This will get them in 
the habit of coming home at night, 
instead of roosting on the fences and 
low trees. If there is but little food 
to be picked up on the range, break- 
fast should be given. The birds will 
then always be in fairly good condi- 
tion, and it will be a great saving 
when the time comes round for fatten- 
ing. When this season arrives, the 
largest should be sorted out and fed by 
themselves. Whole corn or peas are 
among the best of foods, and the birds 
are soon able to fill their crops and 
rest.

It is said that the king apple brings 
a high price in all the leading markets 
of Great Britain, where there is a call 
for large varieties irrespective of 
quality. They are used for decorat- 
ing dinner tables, and not eaten, and 
fruiters with desirable stock are in the 
habit of renting them out at quite a 
liberal sum per night.
