TAE ISSUE BEFORE THE PEOPLE.

The prorogation speech settled that we
are to have a ‘general election, and the
statement of the Hamilton Spectator yes-
terday that the nominations are fixed for

June 21 and the  election for June 28
may be taken as a still more exact. an-
nouncement of the fact.

We are then just forty days from one of
the hottest election contests this country
ever experienced.

What is- the issue to be fought
out in this near-at-hand contest ?

In order therefore to
give the pevple without further delay an
opportunity of expressing their deliberate
opinion on this policy, and at the same time
to bring into operation the measure for
the readjustment of representation in the
house of commons, it is my intention to
cause this parliament to be dissolved at
an early day.”

And in the Hamilton Spectator of yes-
terday we read

“The live issune in the present cam-
paign is the national policy. That is the
principle on which the government will

stand or fall. The comservative party is
for it ; the reform party is against it.”

The reformers on the other hand say the
issue is something else.  But for the pre-
sent let us try and see what their position-
on the national policy is.

The conservatives have not only under-
taken to say what the issue is, but they
have undertaken to say what their positionon
that issue is,and still further, what the po-
Asition of the reformers on that issue is. They
say in the words ‘of the Spectator : ¢“ The
conservatives are for the national policy ;

[Ihe
drift of the debate may be partly gathered |
from the New York ‘Fribune’s Washington’
correspondence jrelating 'to Tueaday's)peo-
ceedings in the hotise, some paragraphs of
which we quote :

Among the. reasons given by Mr. Hew-
itt (Democrat) this thill : should pass
was that if the banks should be compelled
to wind up their affairs and then reorgan-
izey, the process wemldoinvolve the distri-
bution; among their stockholders -af: the
$188,000,000 aceumulated iby : the; banks,
the effect of which would be to, reduce the
volume of ess in the country at least
one thousand ‘million dollars for the ensu-
ing year. ' ‘“And." he dontinued, ‘‘even
if the banks should, ;then  reo: ze, it
would be at least ten years before they
would again be as secure and strong as
they are to-day.” ' The 'passage of d three
per cent. refunding bill, Mr. Hewitt thinks
is- quite as necessary as the passage of the
measure under consideratioa. !:Ie warned
the majority that as the Republican party
was responsible for the failure of the Re-
funding bill by the last Congress,
that paltry weuld be heM to''a strict ae-
count for the disaster which he believes
will surely overtake the country if the Re-
funding bill is passed at this session.

Mr. Hewitt believes that the national
banking system is ‘‘the best system that
man ever yet devised,” and, as banks are a
necessity, he desires to see the system con-
tinued. ~ With this in view he unfdlded
certain suggestions, which, although they
might seem crude, he had made the sub-
ject of much thought and study, and upon
the feasibility and security of which, if
adopted, he was willing to stake his re-
pntation as a business man. The
main features of the suggestions were the
following : (1) The amount of Government
bonds (required to be held by a national
bank to be reduced to $50,000. (2) Circn-
lating notes to be issued to a bank to the
amount of 90 per cent. of its capital stock,
and these notes to be a first lien upon all
the assets of the bank. (8) Stockholders
to be lisble to the amount of their stock
and 100 per cent. in addition, the circulat-
ing notes to be a first'lien upon this amount
also, (4) Each bank  to be required to de-
posit in the United States treasury in coin
an amount equeal to 10 per cent. of its
circulation. {5) All the national banks as a
whole to be responsible for the circulating a
notes of each individual bank, (6) Pro-
viding for the assessment of the banks to

y losses.

Under Mr, Hewitt’s plan, supposing the
whole number of national banks to be 2000
and the entire circulation, as at.present,

say $360,000,000, they would be required
to hold $100,000,000 in government bonds

as part of their assets, and also to maintain

in the treasury of the United States a coin,
reserve amounting to $36,000,000 for the

redemption of their notes.

The Tribune has the following editorial

remarks on certain proposals now pending :

‘‘ Mr. Randall’s amendment is a partial

revival of the outrageous Carlisle section,

which caused the panic of February, 1881.

It re-enacts sections 5159 and 5160 of the

Revised Statutes, thus requiring all banks,

whether they have wuse fcr much circula-

tion or little, or for none at all, to keep

constantly on depusit United States bands

in par value equal to one-third of their
capital. The provision was originally use-

ful to make a market for government bonds
in time of public danger. It had some pre-
text as part of a bill to refund the debt at 3
per cent., because it would force some banks:
to buy $15,000,000 or $20,600,000 of
the proposed bonds. In the present circum-
stances it has no apparent object except to
force a nuniber of banks to withdraw from

the national system. Thesame amendment
prohibits any surrender of circulation by a
national bank without ninety days’ notice.

This would prevent banks taking out and
issuing circulation to meéet any temporary
need of commerce, because, if once issued,

it could mot be withdrawn until three
wonths after the fact had*become apparent
that it could no longer be profitably used.

The effect might be to influence some banks
to surrender at once a circulation which
they judge will be found unprofitable
through the summer.” il

There is reason for believing that the
American national banks areto a con-
siderable extent suffering in public esti-
mation because of the sins of other corpor-
ations, not their own. A gigantic anti-
monopoly crusade has been started,and war
is waged against railway companies, tele-
graph companies, and banks all together,
All are alike denounced as monopolies, but
on alittle reflection a very important diff-
erence in favor of the banks may be ob-
served. There may, for instance, be a
monopoly of railway. traffic ‘between To-
ronto and Mdntreal ; circumstances may be
such that the company in possession has a
firm hold on certain advantages, which ren-
der it all but impossible for any new  rival
to get on the track and compete. But
banks have not to deal with such large
material circumstances a8 the right of way,
the volume of traffic to be expected, and
actual physical connections east and
west. By such physical or material circum-
stances the building of new railways ‘is
largely controlled. But, say that there
were exactly a dozen banks in Toronto or
Montres], and that people baving an ag-
gregate sufficiency of means desired to start
a few more. Their material requirements
consist merely of buildings in which to do
business, and these canl always be obtained
toany extent wanted. | The difference may
be further illustrated in this way :—Sugar
refining may become a monopoly ; the ex-
pensive plint and rare skill required, and
the large risk involved should mismanage-
ment occur, tend to keep the business in
few hands. But in the grocery business, in
the selling of sugar by retail, monopoly is
impossible. If grocers on one side of the
street attempt extortion, s dozen may start
on the other side of the street in opposition.
There are practically no physical, material
limits to the number of banks, or of retuil
grocery stores. But tbere are material lim-
its, and of a very serious kind too, to the
number of railways thatcan be built and
operated ; and the number of sugar refiner-
tes is limited in & somewhat similar way-
People of ordinary intelligence can surely
see the difference.

Wescarcely think,
however, that exaggerated statements of
this kind were really made or endorsed by
so diplomati¢ and so well informed a man as
Sir Alexander Galt. In this connection the
following remarks, which we find in Lloyd’s
Weekly of a recent date, and which appear
to refer to.emigration direct to the North.
west, are of interest :-
“In an old country like England, no
matter how successful may be the majority
of men, there are always a certain number
who fall out of the ranks and drift into
estitution. It may be that the fault is
none of their own, but the result is the
same. For such people emigration offers
the best chance of redeeming mistakes and
recovering lost positions. . We are glad,
therefore, to’ see that a helping hand is to
be held out to this class through the agency
of the lord mayor. ~ The appeal made to the
public is a moderate one, sinc- only £6000 or
£7000 are asked for in order to remove two
hundred families (or -about 1000 souls)
from the over-crowded metropolis to the
more hopeful atmosphere of our Canadian
colony.  Work is promised them then for
six months, and the rest will depend upon
themselves, Too much must not be ex-
ted from the movement, and . the Lord

ayor is, we fear, over-sanguine, when he
accepts the statement that *once properly
organized the scheme will in the future be
com tively self-supporting by the aid
rendered by the emigrants to their friends
at home.’ Sir Alexander Galt, while offer-
ing all the aid in his power, is careful to
guard a;ninst possible dimgpointment
‘Canada,” he says, ‘cannot afford to relieve
England of its paupers, but they are anxious
to give an opportunity to able-bodied and
industrious men to help themselves’ 1f
the Lord Mayor’s promise to select °suit-
able men’ is carried out, there will be hope
both of present and permanent good being
effected. Any neglect of such precauntions
can only endin vexation and dissatisfac-
tion.”

THE HIGH PRICE OF BEEF.

From Chicago we learn that inquiry as
to the cause of the present high price of
‘beef has elicited the following points from
persons who profess to understand the mat-
ter : Probably as many as 15 per cent of
the cattle on the plains were killed by
the extraordinary bitter weather of the
winter of 1880-81. These were chiefly
the younger animals, as being the least
able to bear and survive the exposure,and
the loss thus fell among the class of cattle
which come into the statesin the fall. It
io‘roportod that $30 per head was paid
about a month ago in Montana for 2-year
olds to be taken upon ranches where the
destruction had been the 1nost. severe.
Also, the large immigration of last year
caused a much larger demand for cattle to
stock new farms, which was a further drain
upon the available supply. The scarcity of
corn in many sections, and its high price
everywhere, has preverted a great many
cattle from being fgd into killing condition,
There were thus fewer to k market, and
those that were marketed cost more to fit
them for the hands of the butcher
The number of animals that were
kept waiting for grass-feed was sufficiently
large to make a decline in prices probable
when they came freely on the market.
From New Year’s day to date, Chicago re
\ceipts of cattle are larger than for the cor-
responding time in 1881, but during the
last three or four weeks this has been re-
versed, and the smaller suppiy is met by an
ncreasing demand for export of animals
and meat. From 5000 to 6000 animals leave
the States weekly for Europe. There has
recently been an increased demand to sug-
ply the manufacturers of canned beef. Two
new factories have been established in
Chicago daring the past few months. The
growing demand for canned meats is possi-
bly connected with the falling off in the ex-
port movement of pork products. A steady
increase in the range of prices at the union
stockyards is noticeable during the past
three years. 1In 1880, the average price per
hundred-weight during the last week in
April was $4 to 85 for shipping grades and
$3 to $4 25 for butcher’s grade ; in 1881,
$5 to $6 25 for shipping and $3 25 10 $4 75
for butcher’s, and in 1882, $6 25 to
87 75 for shipping and $4 to $6 for butchers’.

This is what the Montreal Witness,
professedly a Reform journal and a ‘‘re-
ligious daily,” thinks of the Chinese in-
vasion :

Sir John Macdonald said that
government had heard no complaints
of the encroachment of Chinese labor upon
white labor; and, in fact, white labor
was ‘not sufficient, without supplement
from Chinese labor, to finish the
the government railway within the specified
time. Such a reply one would have thought
would have been sufficient to allay the
aixicty of anyone honestly afraid of toe
effect of Chinese immigration, and the
governmentmight have contented itself with
saying as much. Sir John, however, could
not leave the matter thus. He held out
the prospect, that in case of difficulty
arising, it would be within the power of
the prrliament to take some such aetion as
had - been taken by the United States,
This means that Sir John and the conser
