The new city council met for their first even-
ingsessionlast night, Mayor Boswell presid.
ing., Present : Aldermen Crocker, Adamson,

Communications were read: from D, W.
Clendennan stating that since the Grand
*Irunk are about to erect large shops in On-
1ario ; and the Canada Southern large car
shops in St. Thomas; that since the Credit
Valley and the Ontario and Quebec railway
are to run under the same management; it
is possible that Toronto may get s share of
these works of the Grand Trunk, and he
suggested that some of the matters in dis-
pute between the city and the company
be settled so that their more important
works and offices might be erected here,

Andrew Smith, V.8., reported on the
value of the horses in the fire and scaven-
ger department in St, Paul’s ward.

From Wells & Gordon, solicitors for the

Credit Valley, referring to the obstructions
placed by ‘the Grand Trunk on John street,
which prevent them getting access to their
freight sheds, calling attention to the fact
that the course of the Grand Trunk pre-
vents this company getting any benefit
from the capital expended in the erection
of their freight sheds ; that the way in
which the Grand Trunk was monopolizing
the Esplanade led them to think that
the city either could not or would not pre-
vent them through fear,
. A writ was served on the city by James
Craig, claiming $5000 dsmages on account
of dismissa) from the office of secretary to
the board of works of the city, and for $283
for costs inciirred by the plaintiff during the
investigation instigated by the defendants,
which investigation resulted in the plain-
1ifP’s favor, and which the defendants pro-
mised to pay.

From T, McGaw, commodore of the To-
ronto yacht club, applying for a lease of
island Jots, 15 to 25, inclusive, for the pur-
pose of establishing club premises thereon,

Petitions were read trom Gryor Unser,
praying for exemptioa in respect of a carpet
manufactory to be established in 8¢, Paul’s
ward ; from James Dobson, praying that
the changing of the names of the streets in
St, Paul’s ward be deferred until the pro-
perty holders can be consulted.

In committee of the whole Ald,
Evans wanted to refer back the clause of
the executive report which recommended
the payment of $125 to Captain Maule, the
deputy sheriff as compensation for injury
from a fall on a defective sidewalk in
Queen’s park. After much discussion the
clause was carried,

A motion of Ald, Morri’s was carried to
refer back the clause of the waterworks
committee, recommending the change of
names of certain streets in St, Paul's
ward,

The committce on markets and health
recommended the appointment of Dr,
Canniff to the position of health officer,
This clause caused much discussion and the
names of wany of the priucipal men of the
medical profession were pitted against Dr.
Caniff, but the clause was finally carried,

Petitions signed by over five thousaud
citizens were put in, requesting the council
to take certain steps towards the improve-
ment of the Esplanade,

Ald, Clarke, eeconded by Ald. Maughan,
‘moved that the petitions of these ratepayers
vaceive the prompt attention of the conncil,
and that the mayor, Ald, Baxter, Downey,
Hall, Love, Walker, Maughan, Saunders,
Bell and the mover be appointed a special
committee to act upon the petition, to whom
the ssme is referred with instruction to
prepare, with the aid of the city solicitor,
4 bill to be passed at the present session of
the dominion parliament; that the said com-
mittee are hereby authorized to take all
steps that they may deem advisable for the
speedy passage of the bill, Carried. .

A by-law was introduced by Ald, Clarke
to exempt the factory, &ylant and machinery
of the Toronto Silver Plate company from
taxation for the term of ten years, Mr,
Millichamp asked if the same grant would
be given to the other two new companies
which were gomg to start a similar enter-
prise very soen in the city,

Ald, Clark apswered ““no,” on the ground
that they would not be sew enterprises,

After a hot digcussion the by-law was
passed without amendment,

Ald, Love introduced a by-law to the
cffect that no license fee shall be chargsable
to pedlars of fish, farm and garden produce,
fruit and coal oil, or any of them, notwith-
standing anything contained in any by-law
heretofore passed by this council, This by-
law was carried unanimously,

Ald, Ryan then made a motion to the
« (Tect that the previous resolution ot coun-
cil regarding the resignation. of Ald, Geo,
Evans be rescinded,and that his resignation
be accepted. Kxpressions of regret were
freely passed all round the board that Ald.
Evaus had determined on retiring,

A!d, Divies moved a resolution that the
special ecommittes appointed to look alter
the reformation of the Esplanade be also
instructed to suggest to the Grank Trunk
the advisability of constructing a line of
switches along the banks of the Don and
somewhat lessen the traflic on the Espla-
nade, Carried,

Ald. (Clarke moved a resolution that the
name of the markets and health committee
be changed to the health and cleanliness
committee, whose du'y it will be to consider
and report on all matters referring to the
cleaning of sewers, drains, sereets, lanns,
alleys and public thoronghfares ; to repor:
and recommend to the council such regula

tions for the inspection of wells, defective |

drainage and plumbing as may be deemed
necessary on sanitary grounds ; and gener-
ally 1o have charge of the health and clean-
liness of the city, Carried.

To the Editor of the World.,
Sir ;I believe one of the stipulations of
b the Anglo-Chinese treaty of Tientsin pro-
vided that British subjects sbould be al-
lowed to travel for pleasure or business to
all parts of the interior, and that under
the most favored nation clause, the same
privilege should be given to Chinese who
might be desirous of migratiog to British
territory, As a matter of fact, then, any
segislation of the federal parliament teoding
to yrevent the landing of Chinese in British
Columbis may be disallowed by the British
government as- inconsistent with -imperial
treaty engagements, . You say that similar
legislation to that p by Mr, Shakes
peare, was passed in New South Wales in
1881, aud allowed by the bome government,
17 0, that government must have counted on
Chinese forbesrance and op the strength
of that old prejadice it ‘had doneits best to
destroy when its destruction appesred nec-
cessary in the iniecrests of British commer-
cisl supremacy.

Not
the stout, hearty serving girl, not too
proud to be & servant, nst afraid, aor ur-
able to work, Good, competent servants
are always in demand, getting good
wages, good homesr, are well fed, and able
to dress mucn beyond their station, But
well born, delicats girls, chock fall of
pride und airs, who prefer to stand in shops
to stewing over a stove, and sooner
than be caught wrestlivg a window and
doing house, kitchen or chamher work for
$3 a week, lodged and boarded, will work in
shoe shaps and factories for $2 or $3 a
week, or sew and make pants at starvation
wages, ‘or stand “eighteen hours behind a
counter for the manificent pay of $5 a week
aod board themselves, The result is that
the servant girls prosper and do well, Their
ranks zre ‘mvade up almost entirely of for-
eigners, so great is the prejudice to working
out amoug American-born girls,
