of pawn shops. They had now sltogether
1461 commissioned officers. Abroad they
had 70 corps, with 174 officers. On the
gontinent, in Americi, and Australia the
army was more than holding: ifs own.
At present there were -in course of erection
in i‘mg'and alone fifteen halls, most of
which were being built in towns where the
accommodation hitherto provided was found
to be inadequate, ' These additional bare
racks would afford siting accommodation
for 25,200 people, and would cost more
than £20,000. Concerning the ‘Eagle”
dispute he remarked that he desired it to
be known that they had not given up the
Grecian theatre or the smaller theatre at-
tached to the tavern.
