No progress was made yesterday in the
charge of forgery against James A. L. Wilson,
the defaulting Secretary-Treasurer of the
Chesapeake and Delaware Canal Co. who was
arrested on a telegram from the Philadelphia
Police. Noofficer from that eity had arrived
upto last night. Wilson was in the Police
Court for a few moments yesterday, and he
was remanded till Friday pending the arrival
of papers and persons from the United States.

ilson’s mail came to_this city under the
name H. L. Winkloo, and he rented a box in
the Post Office.
From The Philadelphia Record. June 19,

There is some doubt as to whether it Will be
possible to get Wilson over the border. He
desired to return some time ago, and made an
effort through his counsel, Samuel B. Huey, to
settle with the company. The company offi-
cials refused to compromise themselves, but
managed to secure $18,000 from Wilson. They
abandoned the search for the fugitives when
they learned that no more money could be ob-
tained. It was the knowledge of this fact that

was traced to his hand, the amount involved
beimf about $20,000. He was dealt with very
mildly, the company merely discharging him.
The very methods used by Lesley were taken
up biy ilson and carried on for vears. There
is little doubt but that Leslsy pulled the
wires for both. The day that Wilson got left—
June 29, 1886—Lesley was seen standing in_In-
dependence Square, evidently waiting for Wil-
son to come out with the box that was supposed
to contain valuable papers and in cash.
Lesley had previously invested money for both
in a gold or silver mine located in New Mexico.
They had an interest in it of about $200,000. It
was Lesley’s scheme, and he indu Wilson to
go into it. Like other criminals, when they
once took what did not belonf to them, hoping
to replace it by successful ventures, they
continued the stealing] fwhen the  project
failed. The mine investment, I believe, did not
pay, and they went in still dee'lper in the hope
that it would finally succeed, They also specu-
iated heavily in West Philadelphia real estate
with mcre or less success. Thepe is little ques-
tion that others were in_ the stealing
and knew about the frauds that were
in progress, and I believe that when the
whole Bmt?x comes out more arrests will fol-
Jow. At the time of the flight we had certain
information that satisfled us of the guilt of
others, but, as the fugitives: were not caught,
we were unable to procure the evidence neves-
sary to secure a conviction. Several persons
were %rett.y badly scared at the time, but the
thing blew over as the hope of catching the
thieves faded.”

Last night Lesley, Chiet of Detectives Wood
and Pregdent Gillingham of the Canal Com-
pany had an hour’s confercnce at police head-
