HE SOLD THE RACE.
A Crooked Sprinter in_Philadelphia
llllablw«l—‘ﬂmt Report Says,

That the age of barefaced swindling in
professional foot racing is not yet passed few
men of the 300 or thereabouts who journeyed
out to Pdstime Park on Christmas Day morn-
ing to witness what they fon itoagined
would be-a contest between Ale& Miller and
Tommy Howarth will deny, says The Phila-
delphia Times. :

The spectacle of a well-known professional
long-distance runner and go-as-you-please
man giviog up at the end of scarcoly a mile
and a balf with the excuse of having been
“run off his fegt.” whea the time for the first
mile was only 5 minutes 10 seconds, was too
much for the credulity of the most un-
sophisticated, especially as 'this man was
favorite in the betting at odds of almost 2 to
1. There was considerable betting. ,

Howarth, whois a well-known professional
Jong-distance runner, entered into a match
with Alec Miller, who is equally or perhaps
bettet khown in the professional ranks, to
run a race of three miles at Pastime Park for
a purse of 8500 and a proportion of the gate
receipts. The race was well advertised, and
to inaure a gnod gate the date was fixed for
a public holiday—Monday.

At the pistol fire both men broke away
even and remained together for the first lap.
Then Miller forged ahead and at the end of
the second was leading by about two yards.
In the third lap Howarth caugbt Miller and
led by about a-yard as the fourth lap was
entered. At the énd of this, which made the
first mile, Howgrth had increased his ledd by
another half yard. Time 5 min. 10 secs. \for
the mile, '

Enwrindg the fith lap Howarth was still
in‘the Jead. “In the sixth Miller suddenly
appeared to weaken and about 50 yards
from the end stopped to a walk and then re-
tired.| His handlers ran to, him, threw a coat
over his shoulders and assisted him to the
dressing room. He appeared to be thorough-
ly exhausted and was trembling in every
limb.

The how! which went up from the throats
of the men who had backed Miller when he
was seen to quit was indescribable. A farious
rush was made. One man struck him squarely
in the face, and but for the assistance of his
handlers he would haye probably experienced
very rough treatment,

He maintained he had been “‘run off his
feet” and that he had not sold the race, but
few would believe him. The race was award-
ed to Howarth and the bets followed. The
stakeholder paid over, and those who con-
sidered they had been duped were forced to be
content with threatening Miller with all man-
ner of pérsonai chastisement. This sort of
thing continued for about half an bour, and
thien the grounds were vacated aod Pastime
Park resumed its usual winter serenity,

That Miller should bs unable to run move
thian a mile and a half in moderats time
after having trained hard for seven weeks is
scarcely conceivable, and on the top of the
fact that he was suspected of seiling a race
some time since at the rink in West Phila-
delphia, cervainly looks peculiar.

[From The London Spéctator.]

A contributor to The 8¢ James Gazette
reported on Monday the essence of some
conversations which he had held with the
late Mr. Jay Gould on the deck of an
Atlantic liner. Circumstances mentioned
threw the two men into a position of
monetary sympathy, and the millionaire
replied to questions, perhaps a little aver-
searching, with a want of reticence greatly
at variance with his usual habit.

“I am absolutely the most detested man
living and I ‘am not surprised,” said Mr.
Gould. *“There isn’t a man or woman liv-
ing who would do me & good turn to save
his own life; and why, therefore, should 1
do any man or woman- & good turn? I was
born and bred so low down that I
have always heen on the rise at every point
in my career; and, accordingly, every
man’s hand that 1 have come in contact
with has been againgt me.” .

Again, to give the " full force of what he
said, we must extract verbatim. ‘SI cannot
remember ever having had a good turn done
tome. Iam notsurprised, for I have had
to-shove down every man I have ever met;
but equally, why should I help those who
have been o; sl to me? I have made
my own fortune and in doing so I have had
to ruin thousands. To be sorry for one
fact I should +have to be sorry for the
other. I can’t say I 'am, for the simple
reason that any man whom I beat is a big:
ger fool than I am, and I hate fools; and
of course fools hate me. It is lucky for

ac | me and lncky for them they are in the ma-

jority; but why should I like men who hate
me? Tdon’t like being hated naturally;
but I ocan’t help it. If I were liked
I should know I was a fool, and that
thought would break me right up. I was
born to make monsy and to be ‘execrated
accordingly. T ecan’t help being hated any
more than I can help making money. Every-
body has had the same chances that I have
had. Exactly the same crises have occurred
during all| our life times. Everybody’s
eyes have been-riveted on the same projects.
They bave thought one thing wonl«r happen
and they have acted on theiropinion ; I
have thought the other thing would happen
and I have acted on my opinion. I should
have been mad to act’ against my convic-
tions, and madder still to try and make the
world act against theirs. i :

*“You can’t do people good ‘turns—they
won't let you. I should not listen to them,
they wonld not  listen to me. Surely we
are quits, and there should be no ill-feeling.
But there is, and as they hate me for suc-
ceeding I hate them for failing. Atan
rate. one is as rational as the other. If
lost I dare say I should be unreasonable
enough to hate them, and they would ac-
cordingly hate me sooner or later. They
might try and help me, but I would
not take their advice, and accordingly
they would drop me as a fool, and we
would all be standing in the same hat-
ing ratio one to another. Men I have
never seen nor even heard of have gone
about with murder in their hearts, and if
they could have found me would have been
fools enough to kill me—just as if that
would have benefited them! It surely is as
natural for me to hate them as for them to
hate me. I have gone about for years with
men paid to protect me. If I did not hate
every man as cordially as every man hates
mé 1should be unhappy, and yet I suppose
I am the most miserable devil in the whole
world. What a paradise it all js!”

We hardly remember a narrative more
truly tragic, or one that more vividly do-
scribed the feelings of what used to be
called in a language now disused, a ‘‘pos-
sessed” man. Mr. Gould, if the St. James’
narrative is trug, was : with the
demon of money-making—not avarice, but
the money-making form of ambition—who
conld not go out of : the . arveua, could not
help wusing his marvelous weapon o
slaughter, yet had all the while. to steel

asserting over and over again, ‘‘These are
all my enemies.”

Our Water Supply,

Editor World: Another illustration of
the present insufficient and dangerous state
of our water supply on which the city is
dependent is exhibited by the drying up of
a well and the antics of the conduit pipe,
and of course that means that the supply in
the reservoir is very short.

It is a serious matter, and one that we
can’t afford to play with any longer.

How little ‘would it take to produce a
water famine here, even without any ex-
cessive demand? What, then, would be the
%ﬁ'ect if our city stiould be visited by a big

re?

We have a good fire service, and which
could control a fire under ordinary circum-
stances if they had the water, but suppose
by some accidént it should get a headway
and cause a protracted struin on our water
supply, what would be the consequence ?

EVe are taking too many chances that
there is no necessity to do.’

We have fine bodies of water within
reasonable distance which could be utilized
for house, city and manufacturing purposes,
and there is no doubt a stock company could
be formed to carry this out, provided tbecity
would encourage ‘it by offering to pay
even much less than it is now costing for a
very insufficient and doubtful quality of
water, inl exchange for a superabundance of
pure water that could be furnished.

Mr. Sheppard, in his address to the elec-
tors, deserves great credit’ for bringing up
this very important subject, but the fact
that it is looked at as an extravagant idea
shows that it is not understood. It would
be a saving and reliefgo the city instead of
a tax. Let us hope that something may soon
be done in this direction, and that it may be
pushed on to completion.

The waters of Lake Simeoe are virtually
spring water, cold and fresh in summer as
in winter, and at the elevation at which
they lie they are rendéred powerful. This
would relieve the city from a great trouble
and expense, and give us an abundance of
fine water for all purposes. By furnishing
cheap motor power it would soqn double
the population of our city.

Thore is no better point for manufactur.
ing and distributing than Toronto, but we
want cheap power.

“The skilled labor required would make a
good class of citizens having employment
all the year round, and it would also build
up the country asround us.

The increase in population-would help to
bear and lighten our taxation, and the city
could, without extending its limits or caus-
ing much extra expenditure, accommodate
a large increase of population.

As-it is, there is a large influx of people
from towns far and near, centering into the
city to take advantage of the city and its
institutions, and it we want to encourage
this very desirable class of people we must
look to the healtin of the city.

Within the last thre¢ months it is won-
derful the number of houses that have been
taken up, especially in the northern and
western parts¥%f the city.

There is a big future for this city. “It is
the great distributing point for the great
Northwest. Bat we must give her a fair
chance, and we must have power, ventila-
tion for our sewers, and we must have an
abundance of good water. :

The first will cost the city very little,
and the water should be an outside matter
and would be a saving and relref instead of
a burden as 1t is now. W. D. Burxs.

Mayor of Toronto. - I will show you how the
two matters are and have been connected,
A dollar a ton is an important advance on
the price of coal. When Mayor Clarke went
out of office coal was only $5.50 a ton. Jn
Jess than a year, under Mayor Fleming, it
had risen to $6.50 a ton, and the chunces are
if Mayor Fleming is re-elected it will rise to
$7 a ton, the price it was to poor wen
when Mr. Clarke came into office as
Mayor, Coal was then $6.50 a ton to the
rich, who bad previously ordered itand paid
part on it,and $7 a ton to the poor and
others who had not done so.

At the time of Mayor Clarke’s candidature
the great Pennsylvania coal combine, or
Octopus, as the New York papers ecalled it,
had thrown one of its tentacles over Toronto,
compelling prices $6.50 and $7 a ton.

Mr. Clarke, N. Clarke Wallace, now
comptroller of Customs, and others raised a
storm agaiust the foreign combine, I went
to Ottawa and interviewed Sir Cbarles
Tupper, Hon. Mr. Archibald, senators and
members of Parliament to bonus the bring-
ing of enough Nova Scotia coal here to act
as regulator of the American combine and if
possible to supply the entire trade. Matters
were progressing favorably aand reached the
newspapers, when the octopus, dreading the
influence of Mayor Clarke and Clarke
Wallace with the Dominion Govern-
mént at  their back, voluntarily
lowered the price to $5.50 a ton; and it re-
mained at $5.50 to $5.25 a ton during Mayor
Clarke's four years of office. This was ow-
ing to Mr. Clarke being in touch with the
Dominion Government, as Mr. Sheppard
now is, to force the Pennsylvania comgiant.
But Mayor Fleming, as an opponent.of the
Government, &ppears in the eyes of the com-
bine asa weak man, as a powerless man,
there = being uo Government at his
back, therefore, the foreign combine
can squeeze Toronto for fall it is
worth on coal, and it does not follow that
dealers 1n this city make five cents a ton
niore at :$6.50 than they made at $5.50 a
year ago—it goes to the American Octopus.

Now Mr, Sheppard will do whas Mr, Clarke
did. Look atit. Of the 800,000 to 1,000,000
tons of hard coal imported into Ontario, To-
ronto, by the returns of trade and naviga-
tion, consumed 320,000 tons a year and about
30,000 tons of soft coal as grate coal subject
to the same price.

The saving was from a dollar toa dollar and
aquarter a ton each year, but puttiog it at
only a dollar a ton it makes a saving of $350,-
000 & year, amousting to $1,400,000 saved on
the price of coal during the {our years of
Mayor Clarke’s administration.

This saving, if it bad been applied to the re-
duction of taxes, would have lowered the rate
to about 121-2 to 13 mills on the dollar during
Clarke's regime, but it was not so applied ; yet
the coal-burning publicof Toronto broadcast
had the benefit of it, a benefit more popularly
distributed than iv would have been on taxes,

The great Pennsylvania ontopus 1s now
looking with flery eyes to see who will be
elected Mayor of Toronto, and it will rejoice
with exceeding great joy if weak, spineless
Mr. Fiéming 1s there to keep the door un-
barred for 1t to plunder Toronto.
