It is reported that Mr, Haddart, the pos-
sible contractor with the Canadisn Govern-
ment for a fast Atlantic service, has been
met on bis arrival in the Oid Céuntry by
gentlemen advocating the rival facilities of
Queenstown and Miiford Haven as a port of
call

As we bhave repeatedly stated, Canada’s
opportunity in the race for Atlantic-borune
mails, passengers and express freight isio
ber possession of the shortest route from
land to land. The time was when steamers
landed their passengers at Galway, whence
they crossed Ireland to Dublin, and thence
via Holyhead to London, This scheme
achieved no popularity, but Milford Haven
presents sll the advantages snd none
of the drawbacks of the Galway route.
A splendid barbor, any depth of water right
up to the docks, no bar, no delsy, no tran-
shipment and a quick run over the Great
Western to Paddiogton town. With Mil-
ford Haven thus available and secondly

Boats now going to
Liverpool, practically speaking, piss Mil-
ford Haven on the way; though the latter
isionly a few miles further from London
than Liverpool is, and is much
‘nearer than Piymouth is. Eventually the
shortegst ocean passage must prevail for the
carriage of masils, passengers and perishable
freight, One port in that passage is Milford
Haven, the other is Cape Breton. Pending
the invention of somebody with the courage
to utilize our end of the shortest chain, it
would be an excellent compromise to use the
other from the next nearest port on this side,
Mr, Huddart will be able to show our Gov-
ernment the impossibility of the proposed
sberration to Cherbourg, and we presume
wo bave heard the last of that Quixotic sop
to the French Cerberus. Meantime we hold
up both 'haods for Milford Haven, for the
consequent avoidance of four hanalings of
the mails, and for the convenience of every
passenger who proposes to avail hiwmself of
our new Atlantic service.

His object was to learn
whether this grant should not be discon-
tinued, Years ago this board, when the
Provincial Exbibition existed, did a good
work; but not long since the House, on the
ground that those exhibitions bad lost their
usefuiness, had abolished the grant for that
purpose. The board still existed and
expended o grant of $5800 for plowing
mstches epd in other _ directions,
which were mnot material  in-
terest to the farmers generally of Oatario,
Only a few were so benefited, The feeling
l.hroﬂmc the province was that this t
sbould be given—and more .m- 1y ~
to the township agricultaral tions,

Hon, Mr, Dryden remarked that the state-

ment of this expenditure would be found in
detail in the report of the Agricultural and
Arts Associstion, The money was now ex~
pended in siding the Guelph Fat Stock
Show, the Toronto Spring Horse Show, in
securing the registration of stock, sad in
other ways, 1t was true that both the shows
mentioned, wbich did important work, might
be taken up by otber orgauizations, but ic
could not well be done by bis departmeot,
It the House thought that tbe time bad ar-
rived to do anay with this grant, be did not
think the Goverument would interfere.

Mr. Awrey said, as regarded the Horse
Show, the only question was whether the

rant should mnot be increased, The

plowing match bad been st
tended by sixty or seventy plowmen
and three Indians took first prizes. We bad
the best stock on the American Continent
and much of the credit due for this sta’e of
things belonged to the A. and A, Association.

In hog products, lard, pork, bacon, hams, shoulders, and in swine imported to be
slaughtered in bond, the change in the current of trade has been very marked. In
1889.90 the value imported excéeded the value exported $1,500,000, In 1892-93 the
value exported excseded the value imported $1,900,000.

Apples, green—In 1889-90 the value exported was $893,163; in 1892-93, $2,731,223.
Potatoes-—In 1889.90 the quantity exported was 1,458,797 bu.; in 1892-93, 1,112,838 bu,
Hay—In 1889-90 the quantity exported was 115,162 sons; in 1892-93, 151,881 tons.

That the McKinley bill has to a considerable extent injuriously aflected the prices

realized for barley, beaus, horses, potatoes, hay and a few minor articles of produce is

undoubtedly true,

That this result has been seriously felt in those sections where there

used to be a large and profitable trade with the United States in these products is
equally true and is to be regretted. But all these articles combined form but a small

per cent. of the exportable products of the farms of the Dominion.

When the other ar-

ticles, wheat, oats, peas, buckwheat, butter, cheese, cattle, hog products, fruit, etc., are
taken into consideration it is seen that the effects of this illiberal bill have not been so
far-reaching or so injurious to the aggicultural interests of Canada as its promoters an-

ticipated.

Very wonderful progress has been made in the production of farm products,

whose value is determined in England and uninflaenced by American legislation or an-

tipathy to Canada.

Canadian farmers have rapidly and successfally adapted themselves

to the changed conditions and are now almost independent of the American market.
That the National Policy has been of great advantage to farmers during the trying
years in which they were compelled to make some changes in their system of farming is

beyond question.

Imports of American wheat, and more particularly of flour, which for

séveral years had been depressing the wheat market here, and which threstened to
ruin the flour millers of Ontario, were shut out by increased duties, and the markets of
Quebec and Maritime Provinces were secured exclusively to the products ot Ontario

farms and mills,

During the two years 1888-1889 and 18801890, 425,000 barrels of

flour and over 200,000 bushels of wheat were imported into the Dominion from the
United States for consumption in Canads, and paid duty at the rate of 50 cents per
barrel and 15 cents per bushel. The politician or newspaper which denies that protec-
tion ever did or ever can benefit the farmer will find an insurmountable difficulty in at-
tempting to explain how the above wheat and flour were exported trom the United States
to Canada, unless prices here were higher than " in their markets, by the amount of the
duty and the expense of delivering here. The same argument and position is spplicable
to oats. It can hardly be disputed that the late increase in the duties on hog products
has been mainly instrumental in bringing about the gratifying change in Canada’s posi-
tion in the last three years with respect to this important branch of the farmer’s in-
dustry. When it is seen that in this short period, instead of impotting, as in 1889.90,
$i,500,000 more than it exported, Canada pow occupies the position of exporting
$1,900,000 more than it imported (a change of $3,400,000 in three years, 1t is clear that
this result could not have been attained exeept by securing in the first place the almost
exclusive control of the home market. The profitable returns to the farmers bave stimu-
lated them to greater excelience and a larger prodaction, under which the home market
is supplied, and a large and promising export trade is being built up on the sound foun-
