The Result of a Number of Experiments
With Different Motors.

In a paper read before the Incorporat-
ed Institute of Gas Engineers at their
recent meeting in London, Mi. Bryan
Donkin gave a numver of facts as 10 the
extent to which gas engines are used,
and the degree of economy they have
attained, says The Euglish Engmeer.
He said that, according to Mr. Dowson,
gas engines for electrio lighting, de-
veloping about 7,000 horse-power, had
been sold in England, and Otto engines
for 11,000 horse-power in Germany.
Messrs, Crossley informed him that the
number of Otto gas eungines in use in
England was about 20,000, and he might
assume that there were about nearly
double this number for all kinds of gas
engines. At “Chateau Lay” an Otto gas
engine feeding apout 650 glow lamps,
consumed 1.2 pounds of fuel per indicat-
ed horse-power hour for the manufac-
ture of its Dowson gas. At the Chelsea
Flour Mill, a 60{nominal horse-power
twin-cylinder gas motor with Dowson

7 pounds of anthracite and coke per
indicated horse-power per hour, The
engine had a cylinder 17 inches in dia-
meter by 3 feet stroke, and made ;156
revolutions per minute, -It had been at
work about two years.
