AN AIR-SHIP,

SCHROEDER'S

PROFESSOR NEW  BALLOON.
¥ ity S
The Philadelphin Press describes an_air—
ship now being built in that city by Prof.
‘Schroeder, whonotlong since failed with
‘a similar contrivance at Baltimore. The
inew ship constructed is to be 75 feet long.
5 feet high, and 4} feet wide in the, centre.
It is to be pointed at both ends, and will
be supported by a balloon of an elliptical
ishape, 130 feet long, 50 feet high in the
icentre, and capable of holding 300,000
wubic feet of hydrogen gas. It will be fas-
tened to the ship by five hundred lines,
some upright and other stretched from end
o end. These ‘‘guys,” ss the professor
‘calls them, are calculated to keep the bal-
Joon from swaying to and fro, and also to
keep it sitting snug to the ship. The
datier is a frame of iron wire, shaped some-
twhat like a flattened cigar. - At the for-
ward end it is to carry a pulling propeller,
‘made of plate-steel, covered with canvas.
It will have two blades, and turnon a 2-
inch steel shaft fifteen feet long. The mo-
tive power will be an electro-magnetic
iepgine of 12-horse power, which Prof.
Wahl, of the Polytechnic, is now con-
Btructing. The engine is to have an 80-
pound magnet. There are’ to be three
wudders, one aft and one on each side. The
stern-rudder, of steel like the propeller,
will be 8 feet high and 7 feet deep, and the
side-rudders, placed a little forward of the
centre of theship, will be 4} feet high and
5 feet deep. The interior oi the ship will
e fitted with hanging seats, and will ac-
rommodate 30 or 40 persons. Her weight,
awhen covered with canvas (which will not
é until the professoris ready to sail for
fEurope) will be something like 950 pounds.
The gas used is to be passed through a
puarificator, will average 4,280 cubic feet
to the pound, and will have a lifting pow-
ier of 1} ounces per cubic foot.

|our FLEET 1N TRE MEDITERRA-
NEAN, g

In a few days (says the Daily News, May
:30th) the finest fleet of iron-clads that ever
assambled under .one command ' will be
found in 'the Mediterrancan, under the
.command of Vice-Admiral Sir James$ Drumn-
ymond.  Already the fleet, which- consisted
of six iron-clads, as many sloops,and three
gun-hoats. has. been angmented by the
‘“Triumph” and the ¢ Monarch,” from the
Channel squadron, the former touching at
Malta to take on board Admiral Rice, who
proceeds to Turkish waters as second in
command. Now fuyr other armored broad-
side ships are ordered to Gibraltar with all
despatch—the ¢ Sqltan,’ 'commanded by his
Royal Highness the Duke of Edinburgh,the
‘Rupert,’’ from Chatham ; the “Raleigh,’
and the  Monarch.”” ¥o wmade gaod the
vacancies thus caused in the Channel
squadron, several of the coastguard fron-
«elads have have been ordered to join the
flag of Admiral Beauchamp Seymour, who
is just now of the Spanish coast with the
‘¢ Minotaur,” the ¢ Black Prince,’ the
45 Resistance,” the ¢' Hector,” and the
‘‘Iron Duke.” If these vessels, together
with the ‘¢ Achilles,” and two or three
others of the coastguard iron-clads, are or-
dered to Gibraltar also, as seems to be the

infention of the Admiralty at present,Great
Britaip will be represented in the Mediter-
ranean by no fewer than twenty formidable

iron-clads, with probably ten thousand sea-

man on board.

One of our yes—

sels on the ‘station, the “ Devastation,”

which carries four of those heavy cannon

that have been nicknamed “ Woolwich in-

fants,” is by far the most powerfully arm-

ed, and most stoutly defended with armor

of any ship, native or forcign, in those wa-

ters. Altogether, therefore, we may con-

sider ourselves very adequately represent-

ed just now in the Levant.

Then, in a body, the animals attack-
ed the natives, and forced them to flee to
their huts for safety, One of the baboons
tracked: them to their settlement, and  the
next day they were visited by about 500

nuts, and compelled them to run away
from their homes.  The animals kept a
watch over the huts for several days, and
reyented the matives from returning to
eir dwellings.

The Germantown Telegraph says :—There
is no mode that we ever tried so effectual
in transpianting tomato, cablage, canta-
loupe, or any other tender plants from the
hot-bed or from one place to another, as to
prepare a vessel filled with manure water
and rich soil, about the consistency of
thin mush, with which the rvots of the
plants should be well-coated and set in a
hole made with a sharp rohnd piece of wood
or dibble. After being rather firmly plant-
ed, moisten again with manure-water.

WATERING HORSES.

A full drink of water, immediately after|
being fed, should never be allowed to
horses. When water is drunk by them
the bulk of it goes directly to the large
intestines, and little of it is retained in the
stomach., In passing through the stumach,
however, the water carries considerable
quantities of the contents to where it
lodges in the intestines. If, then, the
fo. d of the stomach is washed out before it
is di zsted, no nourishment is derived from
the food.

BAD EFFECT OF EARTUING-UF-
TREES

A correspondent of the London Garden
says that within the Jast twenty ycars he
has often met with instances of the mis-
chievous effeet of raising the soil round
the trunks of living trees ; and, in some
cases, where only a few inches has been
placed around the collar the result was as
disastrous as where the trees had been
buricd to a greater depth.  He says that in
making alterations sufficent care is not
always exercised in this mattcr, and as
perhaps for a few years no perceptible di-
minution in the vigor of the tree is notic-
ed, the whole thing is forgotten until the
tree becomes sickly, and ultimately dies,
when perhaps the result is imputed to
some other cause. He mentions several
instances where fine ornamental trees
have decayed after even a few inches of
#oil had been placed against and around
the trunks, but he has found top-dressiug
and mulching over the roots beneficial,
provided the material does not touch the
trunks of the trees,

DOMESTIC ITENS.

Spoxge Cake.—Three eggs, one cupful
sugur,one cupful flour, one teaspoonful
cream of tartar, half a teaspoonful of soda.

Corx Breap.—One pint of butter milk,
two eggs, one pint Indian meal, two table-
spoonful melted butter, alittle salt, one
teaspoonful soda.

Lexox Cooxigs.—One pint sugar, one
cupful butter, three cggs, three pints flour
jnice of one lemon, one teaspoonful of soda
dissolved-in boiling water.

CruLiers.—One cupful of bulter, two
cupsful of sugar, four eggs, one capful of
wilk, one teaspoonful of saleratus dissolv-
ed in milk, one teaspoonful of salt:

Morasses Cake.—One-half cupful butter,
one-l alf cupful sugar, one half cuptul
molasses, one-half cupful sour milk or
water, one-half teaspoonful soda, two cup-
fuls of flour, spices to taste, one egg.

Lexox Pie.—Take two lemons, pecl, and
grate the rind ; of the remainder expross
the juice and cut in small picc s ; add one
egg and & half soda crackers ; water enough
to fill the pie ; sugar to taste.

Ruvsars Tarr.—One pint stewed rhub-
arb of pie plant, four ounces sugar, one-
half pint cream, two ounces pounded
crackgr, three eggs; rub the  stewed
rhubarb through a sieve ; beat the other
ingredients well ; bake with a bottom
crust only, half an hour.

Correr Cake.—One cupful of butter, one
cupful of brown sugar, one cupful of cof-
fee prepared as for the table when cold
five cupsful of flour, one teaspoonful of
soda dissolved in some of the coffee two
cupsful of raisins after being pitted, cloves
and cinnamon.

To Ppepark AN EGe ror AN INvaLD.—
Beat the egg until very light, add season-
ing to taste, then steam until thoroughly
warmed thro ‘gh, but not hardencd; this
will take about two minutes. An egy pre-
pared in this way will not distress sensi-
tive stomachs.

Ouerer.—Cut from the loaf a slice an
inch thick and pour over it half a pint
boiling milk. 8tir it smooth, adding pep-
per and salt. Beat five egus, yolk and
whites separately ; pour on to the soaked
bread , stir it together, and bake in a quick
oven,

Cextexyiar Terk CrEam.—Two quarts
milk (cream if you have it,) three spoon-
tuls of arrowroot, the whites of eight eggs
well beaten, one pound powdered sugar,
boil the milk ; thicken with the arrowroot
and the sugar, and a little salt ; pour the
whole upon the eggs; flavor with vanilla
or lemon.,

Buxxs.—Rub together one 1b. of butter
one and a half Ibs. of sugar, ten eggs, one
teaspoonful of soda, one teaspoonful of
cream of tarter, or the juice of a Jemon,
three lbs. of flour, a few currants if you
like ; beat the eggs with the sugar; dip
them with a spoon into the baking pan.
Bake in a quick oven.

Buckwhear Barrer.—Keeping buck$
wheat batter is often very troublesome,
especially in mild weather. It can be
kept perfectly sweet by pouring cold water
over that left from one morning, and
which is intended to, be used for raising
the next morning’s cakes. Fill the vessel
entirely full of water, and put in a cool
place ; when veady to use, pour off the
water, which absorbs the acid.

Ecoxomicar VeaL Sove.—Boil a piece of
veal suitable for a fricassee, pie or hash;
when tender, take the meat up and slip
out the bones ; put these back into the
kettle, and boil for two hours. Then
strain the liquor and stand away until the
next day. When wanted, take off the fat,
put the soup into a clean pot, and add pep-
per, salt, an onion, a half-table-spoonful
of flour mixed in cold water, and slices of
potato. Boil thirty minutes and serve hot.

Spanisue Creax.—1 qt. milk, 4 eggs, 3oz,
gelatine.. Pour ore pint of milk on 'the
gelatine, then add the othér pint of milk,

| and stir it over the fire, in a farina kettle.

Beat the yolks of the eggs with three ul_)le-
sponnfuls of sugar, and stirinto the milk,
just before it boils.
