AN ATTEPMT TO DRIVE THE OLD HENX OUT OF

THE BUBSINESS.

¢ Do you mean to say that you made that
egg without the assistance of a bheu? ask-
ed & New Yurk Sun reporter of 8 Nuwark
cgg manufucturer.

¢ Yes,’ he replied,‘ and if you wish I
will show you something of our process.
Come,’

He led me through a room in which
was stored boxes upon boxes of eggs,
aod into another large, cool rvom in the
rear. Everything was clean and neat.
Several strange-looking wood machines,
totally unlike anything I Lad ever seen,
stood in different parts of the room. Bix
or feven men were operating the machi-
nery, which moved noiselessly and with
great rapidity, 1 followed my conductor
to one ¢nd of the apartment, where there
were three large tanks or vats, One was
filled with a yellow compound , the second
with a starchy mixture, and the other was
covered. Pointing to these, the proprictor
said : ‘These contain the yolk mixture
and the white of the egg. We empty the
vats every day so you can judge of the
extent of the business already. Let me
show you one of the machines, You sve
they are divided jinto different boxes or
receptacles, The first and secoad are the
yolk and white. The next is what we
term the ¢ skin’ machine, and the last one
is the sheller, with drying trays. This
process is the result of many years of expe-
riment and expense. I first conceived the
idea after making a cbemical analysis of
an egg. After a long time I succeeded in
making a very good imitation of an egg.
I then turned my attention to making the
machinery, and the result you see for
yourself. Of course it would not be policy
for me to explain all the mechanism, but
I'll give you an idea of the process, Into
the first machine is put the yolk mix-
ture—'

¢ What is that ?* I asked,

¢ Well, it's a mixture of Indian meal,
corn, starch and scveral other ingredients,
It is poured into the opening in a thick
mushy state, and is formed by the ma-
chine into @ ball and frozen. In this con-
dition it passes into the other box where
it is surrounded by the » white which is
chemically the same as the real egg. This
is also frozen, and by a peculiar rotary
motion of the machine an oval shape is
imparted to it, and it passes into the next
recéptacle, where it recvives the thin,
filmy skin. After this it bas only to go
into the sheller, where it gets its last coat
in the shape of a plaster of Paris shell, a
trifle thicker than the genuine article,
Then it goes out on the drying trays;
where the shell drics at once and the ju-
side thaws out gradually, It becomes, to
all appearances, a real egg.'

‘ How many eggs can you turn out ina
day ¥

¢ Well,as we are running now, we tarn
out a thousand or 8o every hour.’

¢ Many orders ?’

¢ Why, bless your sonl, yes. We can-
not fill one-half of eur orders. All we can
make now are taken by two New York
wholesale grocers alone. We charge $13
per thousand for them, and they retail at
all prices trom 12 to 30 cents per dozen-
We scll only to the wholesale houses, I
suppose plenty of those eggs are eaten in
Newark as well as other places. Col.
Zulick, Bill Wright, Honest Andrew Al
bright, Joe Haines, Judge Johnson, Judge
Henry, and all Newark’s candidates for
governor are living on them. They are
peifectly harmless, and as substautial and
wholesome as a real egg. The renson we

Marriage on & Small Income,

Again and again las the question been
discussed as to whether 8 young conple
can venture to marry ona small income,
One yonng husband says :—* It does seem
to me that $750 a year is ample for two
people to live on. It, of course, depends
largely upon the dirpositions of the per-
sons ; buta young man and woman of
good common sense and economical habits
ought to lay up money with that income.
Nine dollars a week looks small, but lct
me make a little caleulation :—Fifty-two
weeks at $9 per week amonnts to $468.
Rent for 52 weeks, $120. Living for 52
weeks $208. Clotbes for 52 weeks, $100.
That leaves a balance of $40. The bal-
ance for incidentals, medicine, ete. This
is my wife's last year's account in brief,
ard what has been done can be done, We
do not, however, eat ¢ 25 cents worth of
meat at a meal’ (but we bave all we want,
and the best), nor do we dress in broad-
cloth or silks and satins, but our clothes
are good and substantial, and compare
favorably with the dress of our neighborr,
and we'live in a respectable neighborhood.
I do not say this to brag, but ft does secm
to me that & Lusband and wife who wished
could get along on $9 a week., My wages
are now $12 a week, or $624 a year. Out
of this I expect, Providence permitting, to
save $200 this year toward a home.” Now
this is rather a hopeful picture for younyg
folk, and proves that a young couple or
an old couple, can live, pay rent, and
clothe themselves for a small sum weekly.
Tens of thousands of them have to do it
in the United States for less than $6 a week
for each, and an income as limited as that
need not be an insurmountable obstacle te
a young couple joining themselves in mat-
rimony, provided they understand and are
willing to accept the conscquences. For
$6 per week people can only expect houses
or rvoms, clothing, and fare which that
sum can provide. If they have been ac-
customed to living on a scale twice as
great (and that is very modest) they must
expect privations, or what they regard as
such. No matter how excellent the
management, a certain income can ouly
insure a certain living, made good, bad, or
indifficrent by the ecomomy, or lack of
vconomy practised.
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Milk for Typhoid Fever.

Surgeon-General Barnes, about three
years ago, heard of a physician in Virginia
who, it is all:ged, never failed to cure
typhoid fever. As there were many pa-
tients in the United States Army dying
with that disease, General Barnes decided
to visit the ancient Virginia doctor and
learn how he treated his typhoid patients.
When he met the old gentleman, General
Barnes inquired : * What is the mede of
treatment by which you succeed 7 ¢ Why,’
replicd the venerable physician, ¢ it's the
simplest thing in the world, All you have
to do is to get the patients’ stomach in
good order, and then diet them on butter-
milk ; that's all. I never lose a patient,
if he isn’t in a collapsed condition when I
get to him,’ Surgeon-General Barnes tells
me that he adoyted the buttermilk treat-
ment among the soldiers in the army, and
bas found it most efficacious. It appears
that some some ten vears ago the medical
scientists of France and Russia compared
notes as to the uee of plain sweet milk in
the treatment of their typhoid patients,
and ¢ red in the d that mitk
not only is a wonderful efficacy in typhoi.
dal caees, but in the treatment of fovers
generally. An eminent medical man, a
protessor in a New York electric medical
college—Dr, Newton—{iunformed your tor-
respondent a few weeks before ho died (his
death took place about a year ago) that he
had found to be substantially true all that
ig set forth relative to plain sweet milk
and buttermilk, and that the latter ‘acted
like a charm in cases of nervous debility.
It’s a great blessing—this discovery,’ said
he,

How Furigs Cuixs.—Some very intercste
ing facts were recently contributed to the
Berlin Society of Natural History by Herr
H DeWitz, which go far to prove that the
feet of flies cannot possvss the sucking
properties ascribed to them, for they are
hard and destitute of muscles. A long
time ago Blackwell contradicted this
theory, and maintained that the power of
adherence was due to sticky matter secret-
ed from the foot-hairs of the fly, Thuis
theory was pronounced not proven, D.-
Witz, after | careful experiments, shows
that Blackwell was right, He watch.d
the exudition of the sticky matter from the
feet of the fiy, by fastening one to tlLe
underside of a piece of glass, and examin.
ing it through a microscope. A perfectly
clear liguid was scen to flow from the ends
of the foot-bairs and to attach the foot to
the glass. When the foot was lifted up to
be put down in another place, the drope of
sticky matter were left on the glass exact-
Iy on the spot where the foot-hair rested..
Leydig discovered certain glands n the
folds of the foot in 1850, and from them.
the adhesive fluid appears to flow down
through the hollow of the Lair, A similar
adhesive fluid appears ‘to be possesscd Ly
bugs, many larvae, and prolably by all
insects which climb the under sides of:
leaves of trees and plants,
