LOOK UP—In view of the fact that there is a boat 
every day between St. John and Digby, it is 
difficult to understand why there should be 
a mail on that route but twice a week. 
There is an African on the fence somewhere, 
and it behooves our people to try and dis­
cover the wherefore of his being there. It 
needs no argument to prove that a daily 
service on this route is a great advantage to 
the people of these western counties. 
Neither is it necessary at this late date to 
show that western Nova Sootia is justly en­
titled to such a service, or that even with a 
daily service we are not getting as good mail 
accommodation as the people of the central 
and eastern part of the province do by means 
of the Intercolonial railway. Under these 
circumstances, a mail twice a week, over a 
r>>ute where there is a daily boat, seems an 
injustice which ought not to be permitted 
to continue.

—A careful perusal of the report of the 
doings of our Municipal Council at its late 
meeting will, we feel assured, convince the 
reader that our hew council is composed of 
a body of men who are fairly representative 
of the best intelligence of the county, and 
who have discharged their responsible duties 
in a thoroughly systematic and businesslike 
manaer, with the sole object of promoting; 
the oest interests of the people whom they 
represent. One of the most important sub­
jects with which the council has to* deal is 
the maintainance of roads, and it will be 

by the report that a good deal of time 
was devoted to this subject. The fact that 
so many petitions are presented asking for 
the opening of new roads and streets, and 
for changes and improvements to old ones, 
shows not alone that the county is making 
progress in the right direction, but that the 
people of the county are alive to the necessity 
of keeping oar roads in the highest state of 
efficiency consistent with the means at their 
disposal.

The action of the council too, in authoriz­
ing the Warden to arrange for the prompt 
payment of the county grant to schools will 
earn for our councillors the gratitude of 
teachers and trustees, as it will ensure the 
payment of that grant soon after the school 
year ends. Last year both teachers and 
trustees, in a great many instances, suffered 
considerable inconvenience from the long de­
lay in the payment of that grant.

Once before we had occasion to differ with 
the majority of our Councillors, upon the 
question of the appointment of a Board of 
Revising Assessors for the county, and we 
have since seen no reason to change our 
views in regard to that matter. We regard 
the Board of Revisors as the very best feature 
of our assessment law, and, if this is the case, 
it is difficult to understand why the council 
decided not to appoint this board for the 
present year. Without going back farther 
than the past year it will be found, we think, 
that the work of this board amply justifies 
its existence, and more than compensates for 
any expense it may cost the county. When 
the work of the different ward assessors came 
to be examined last fall, it was found that in 
one or two wards the assessment had been 
cut down by quite a large per centage. 
Without a Board of Revisors this assessment 
would have stood, and the people of these 
wards would in that way have had a part of 
their public burden shifted on to the tax­
payers of other wards. The Board of Revis­
ers very properly raised the assessment of 
those wards to what was considered just and 
fair as compared with other wards. The 
action of the Council in deciding not to ap­
point a Board of Revisors for this year would 
therefore appear very much like a notice to 
the different ward assessors to run their 
assessment down as low as they dare, and 
thus throw as much as possible of the muni­
cipal obligations upon other wards. If not 
quite that, it certainly enables those wards, 
where the local assessors are not quite as 
concientious as they might be, to throw a 
part of their obligations upon the rate payers 
where the assessors carry out the law and 
assess all property at its “ actual cash value.” 
If the Board of Revisors does no other good 
it serves as a check upon assessors against 
any attempt at under valuation, and even 
for that purpose it amply justifies the expen­
diture of the hundred dollars a year which 
it costs.

The resolution passed by the Council, in 
response to the petitions asking for a more 
rigid enforcement of the Scott Act, appears 
to be a rather strange jumble of words with 
but very little meaning or point. Briefly 
translated it looks to us something like this: 
11 Resolved, that we continue to do by the 
Scott Act Inspector precisely what we have 
done in the past. ” As the council has always 
done about right by the Inspector and by the 
Act, it is difficult to see how it could now do 
more.

The residents of this county were startled 
and horrified yesterday morning, to learn 
that the peaceful little town of Bear River 
was the scene, on Monday night, of one of 
the foulest and most brutal murders ever 
committed.

The victim was Annie Kempton, the 
young daughter of Mr. Isaac Kempton, but 
sixteen years of age, bright, attractive, and 
a general favorite with her schoolmates and 
all who knew her.

Mr. Kempton was in the lumber woods, 
and the mother is in Boston undergoing 
medical treatment In their absence the 
young girl has been keeping house, and has 
had some woman for company during the 
night, but as far as can be learned she was 
intending to spend Monday night alone.
