matter under what auspices, we shall 
suffer as we are suffering today.

In this matter the Government Is on 
its trial. Long ago Mr. Lloyd George 
spoke the truth about the third and 
most dangerous of our enemies—the 
lure of the drink—and he has 
withdrawn what he said. He was not 
able then to Meal with it, but he is 
able now.

Not so long ago the purchase of the 
liquor trade by the State was a some­
what academic proposition, 
patronized by superior persons who 
affected an interest in social reform, 
but wished to keep clear of any taint 
of teetotal fanaticism. It made no 
appeal to the pubHc, and was promot­
ed not in city halls but in semi-pri­
vate gatherings in room of smaller 
capacity. Within a few weeks past 
it has ceased to be academic and be­
come actual. There are more or less 
definite"rumours that the new govern­
ment is taking it up. In particular 
we are told it Is the policy of the 
Prime Minister, and that we may look 
soon to see it carried into effect.

Everyone is familiar with the argur 
ments that have been put forth on its 
behalf. It is to eliminate from the 
conduct of the trade all those private 
interests by which attemps at reform 
have been steadily barred. The pub­
lican naturally pushes his business 
like every other tradesman. He tides 
to sell all he can, but when he -is 
bought out this inducement to 
the sqlg of liquor will cease. Further,

lis County Alliance which was held in 
the Temperance Hall, Lawrencetown, 
on Wednesday the 7th iust., was fairly 
well represented from different parts 
of the County. Several of the old 
veterans who have been in the fight 
for upwards of forty years being pres­
ent, and feeling well pleased that they 
Were in sight of the goal they have 
been so long striving for.

They 
are all designed to make the danger­
ous commodities in which the trade 
deals expensive, and so to limit their 
consumption. But if the nation put 
£300,000,000 into the business its at­
titude would insensibly change, 
would inevitably wish to promote it, 
even if it sometimes deplored its con­
sequences.
