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At the isolated East Greenland stations ‘where the staff may be inexperienced
in artic life, the' Greenland ‘Administration considers it essential to ‘add two
native Greenlanders to the staff acting as'guides and"htinters in order to’ supply
fresh provisions to the stations.and aet as general helpers. . ;

Furthermore, the Danish Delegation wish' to point’ outi ‘that until- experience
has proved it possible 'to make the combination of ‘duties’ suggested by the
Technical Committee' regarding certain members of the staff, the general staffing
of the stations will in some cases have to exceed the staff numbers aceepted’ undel‘
joint support ‘ : ,
