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Article 20
(1) An extradited fugitive shail not be kept 'in custody or proceeded

against in the requesting State for any offence committed or other matter arising
before his extradition, except the offence for which lie was extradited, nor
shall ie be extradited from the requesting State to a third state, until the
expiration of thirty days after he lias had aýn opportunity of leaving the
requesting State.

(2) This article shall fot apply to any offence in respect of which the
requested State gives permission to the requesting State for prosecution or
extradition.

Article 21
Where the requesting St 'ate seeks the extradition of a, fugitive whose

extradition is also souglit by one or more other states, the requested State
shall, subject to its obligations under agreements with the other states, give
priority to the state that first requested extradition.

Article 22
Expenses incurre 'd in the territory of the requested State by reason of'

extradition shall be borne by that State. However,, the requesting State shail
bear any expenses occasioned by being legally represented before the courts
of the requested State and by conveying the fugitive from the territory of the
requested State.

Article 23
(1) This Agreement shail 'be ratified and the 'instruments of ratification

shall be exchanged at Vienna. The Agreement shall corne into force thirty days
after the date of the exchange of instruments of ratification.

(2) Either ,of the Çontracting Parties. may>terminate the Agreement atany time by giving notice toi the other. In that event the Agreemient shahl cease
to have effect six months after the receipt of the notice.
