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In this connection my delegation does not wish
this occasion to pass without emphasizing its support of the
United Nations Secretariat and its appreciation of the efficiencf
and impartiality of its members, In our view the Secretariat he
succeeded, in the face of very grave difficulties, in maintaining
a reasoned balance in the discharge of the economic responsibili
ties whieh have been assigned to the Secretary-General by the
Charter and by specific resolutions of ECOS0C and the General

Assembly.

Observers of the United Nations sometimes reproach
us for lengthy debate with little obvious result, It is our
opinion that the Second Committee has much to show in refutatio?
of this argument, The influence of the debates of this Committeél
and of the General Assembly on economic questions goes far beyod
