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(f) have the right to import free of duty their furniture

and effects, including motar vehicies but flot including

spirituous liquors, at the time of f irst taking Up

their post in Canada;

(g) be exempt f rom taxation on the salaries and emoluments

paid to thein by the organization.

2. The immunity froin legal process in respect of words spoken

or written and ail acts done by thein in their capacity as

officiais of the organization shall continue te be accorded,

notwithstanding that the persan concerned is no longer an

official of the organizatifi.

ARTICLE 9

No persan shahl be entitied ta the privileges and immunities

accorded in Article 8 unless and until the naine and status of

such person shahl have been âuiy notified ta the Secretary of

State for External Affairs of Canada.

ARTICLE 10

An officiai of the organization who is a Canadian citizen or

a persan admitted to Canada for permanent residence as defined by

applicable Canadian immigration legisiation shahl enjoy oniy

those priviieges and immunities set forth in Article 8(a), (b),

and <c>.

ARTICLE il

Experts performing -missioe's for the Organization shahl be

accorded such priviieges and immunities as are necessary for the

independent exercise of their functions during the period of

their missions.

ARTICLE 12

The Organization shall cooperate at ail times with the

appropriate Canadian authorities te facilitats the proper

administration of justice, secure the observance of Canadian laws

and regulations, and prevent the occurrence of any abuse in

connection with the priviieges, immunities, and facilities

mentioned in this Agreement.
