
() Any Party shall furnish to the Administration evidence, if any, that the
ship lias emitteci any of the substances covered by this Annex in
violation of the provisions of this Annex. If it is practicable to do so,
the competent authority of the former Party shall notify' the master of
the ship of the alleged violation.

(4) Upon receiving such evidence, the Administration so informed shall
investigate the matter, and may requesi the other Party to furnish
further or better evidence of the alleged contravention. If the
Administration is satisfied that sufficient evidence is available to enable
proceedings to be brought in respect of the alleged violation, it shal
cause sucb proceedings to be taken ini accordance with its law as soon
as possible. The Administration shail promptly inform the Party which
has reported thie alleged violation, as well as the Organization, of the
action taken.

(5) A Party may also inspect a ship to which this Annex applies when it
