
Article 36
Signature. ratification. acceptance, approval

and accession
1. This Convention shali bc open to ai States for signature fromt 12

to 15 Decenber *2000 ini Palermo, Italy, and thereafter at United Nations
Headquariers in New York until 12 December 2002.

2. This Convention shall also be open for signature by regional
cconomic integration organizations provided that at Ieast one member State of
sucit organization bas signed tbis Convention in accordancie witit paragraph'I
of ibis article.

3. Tihis Convention is subject to ratification, acceptance or approval.
Instruments of ratification, acceptance or approval shalh be deposited with te
Secretary-.GencraI of te United Nations. A rcgional economic integration
organization may deposil uts instrumnent of ratification, acceptance or approval
if ai toast one of ils member States bas donc Iikewise. In tai instrument of
ratification, acceptance or approval, such organization sitall declare lte extent
of ils compelence wîh respect to te matters governed by ibis Convention.
Sucit organization shahi also inform lte deposilary of any relevant modification
ini the extentof ils competence.

4. This Convention is open for accession by any State or any
regional economic integration organization of wiicit ai least one member Stale
is a Party to ibis Convention. Instruments of accession shall bc deposiled with
te Secretary-General of the United Nations. At the trne of ils accession, a
regional economic inlegration organization shahl declare the exteni of its
competence wiîh respect to matters governed by titis Convention. Sucit
organization shail also infori lte depositary of any relevant modification in
te extent of ils competence.

Article 3 7
Relation with protocols

I. This Convention may bc supplecented by one or more protocots.

2. In order 10 become a Party to a protocol, a Siate or a regional
conomnic integration organization must also bc a Party to titis Convention.

3. A State Party to titis Convention is flot bound by a prolocol unles
il becomes a Party to lte protocol in accordance with the provisions ibereof.

4. Any protocol 10 ibis Convention sital bc interprcted togetiter witit
ibis Convention, taking mbt account lte purpose of ltai protocot.

Article 38
Entry ista force

I. This Convention sitaîl enter mbt force on te ninetietit day a(ter
the date of deposit of lte fortietit instrument of ratification, acceplance,
approval or accession. For lte purpose of titis paragrapit, any instrument
deposiîed by a regional economic integration organization itait flot bc counted
as additional 10 ltose deposited by member States of sucit organizalion.
