
2. implement programs te prevent the introduction and spread of
AIS by:

(a) conducting proactive, binationally coordmnated Risk
Assessments on various Pathways such as:

(i) the trade and importation of live orgamisms
for various uses including, but net limited
te, aquariums and gardens, buit fish, live flsh
food markets, and biolegical supply houses;

(ii) recreation and other resource use including,
but net Iimited te, boating and personal
watervraft use, fishing& huiiting, divmng. and
float plane aviation;

(iii) conmecting waterways, including
intermittent waterways; and

(iv) other Pathways and Vectors, as approprihte;

(b) developing regulatiens or management strategies
informed by these Risk Assessments;

(c) coerdinating the. implcinontation of management
strategies as apropiate;

(d) undertaking educatien and outreach efferts;

(e) establishing effective barriers that provent the. spread,
of AIS while alloing the.movemeut of other
ocosystem components (such as water and native
spectes), as mnfermed by Lisk semetanwhr
eoooically foasile; and

(f) ensuring that any inter-basin trmnslbr ef wator
includes the apprepriato considmuation. of the. potential
te introduce AIS;
