Session

Enrolment with the instructors will begin at 10 a.m., Tuesday, July 
3rd, and may be completed at any time between 10 a.m. and 12 a.m. or 
between 2 p.m. and 4 p.m. on that day. Students should first call at the 
Extension Office for cards of admission. The work of instruction will 
begin on the morning of Wednesday, July 4th, and continue through 
Saturday, August 4th, including Saturday forenoons.
