FARMERS ADVISED
T0 BREED HORSES

for Them — Food Plentiful
in England.

OTTAWA, -Oct. 26.—Reports to the!
department of trade and commerce
from England show that the food sup-
ply in some respscts at least is not
seriously affected by the war. In
Manchester, the supply of fresh fruit
and vegetables is abnormally large
and prices are lower than In former
years. One firm of fruit preservers
is packing 40,000 pets. or 325 tons,
every day for the soldiers at the front
and in training. British authorities on
live stock are advising the farmers
actively to turn to horse breeding, be-
cause of the enormous sacrifice of
horses in the war, and the great de-
mand for them that is bound to con-
tinue after the war.
