| HALIFAX HORRORS

" RECOUNTED AGAIN

Mrs. Chas. Archibald, Who
“Came Thru It All, Tells
Experiences. ‘

a very interesting meeting at 52 St.
Alban’s street yesterday = afternoon,

when the members heard two most
interesting addresses on Halifax. Mrs.

W. T. Hallem gave a paper on the
‘early history of the city, the many

story told by Mrs. Chas. Archibald,
who was a participant in the dread-
ful things which lately befell the old
seaport town. /

Mrs. Archibald, who is president of
the Halifax Red Cross, and for her
services at the beginning of the war
and since was decorated with the in-
signia and title of a lady of grace,
told of the separation of families, of
the 1,400 reported dead, of the hos-
pitals -she herself had visited, of the
forty children sent into the cellar ot
an institution undeér the  impression
that an air raid had struck the town,
of the collapse of the house and the
almost total destruction of the little
ones. Mrs. Archibald told of the many
who are blinded, of the brave -work
of the American and Canadian nurses
who came to the rescue. It was a
Massachusetts unit that got first to
the scene, bringing not only doctors
and nurses, but glass, wood, and even
plumbing and plumbers.

A pathetic story was that of a party
of rescuers who thought they heard
the cry of a dog, and digging down
they unearthed a little puppy stretch-
ed over the body of a child: both were
alive and little the worse for their
two days' interment. Another won-
derfully pathetic incident was that of
a beautiful young woman whom Mrs.
Archibald saw lying in one of the
halls. Her face was all scarred, one
of her eyes was blown out, and a little
babe born on that dreadful night lay
peside her. The husband and: three
children had disappeared, and. the
chief trial of the afflicted woman was
that she might never see them again.
A standing vote of thanks was given
Mrs. Archibald.

A resolution was passed by the
meeting donating the 100 pairs of
socks now in the making to the sail-
ors on the trawling boats in Halifax.
Mrs. E. J. Thompson, of the Alexandra
Apartments, made a plea for furniture,
old or new, to continue her work of
personal comfort bags for the soldlers,
20,000 of which are monthly required
to meet demands. Miss Mickle pre-
sided at the meeting. .

' ‘A system for apprehending the men
who fail to veport under the Military
Service Act is being drawn up by the
military authorities. which is nation-
wide in its scope, so.as to provide for
the detection and arrest of military
defaulters, even if -they move from

serving with, the colars., .The Ottawa
militia department his devised a plan
by dneans of which the names of men
who have not reported will be listed
and sent to the 'military provost-
marshal in every military district in
the Dominion. The work of appre-
hending the defaulters, is to be super-
vised by the provest-marshal at Ot-
tawa. It will be a few days yet be-
fore the operation of the system to
round up the defaulters starts on a
large scale, because a great deal of
checking off is necessary first in
order to make certdin that the men
who have not nreported have not
either already enlisted or else Feen
awarded exemption.

gives the good' service he says he
does, allow the King street cars to
come from the Roncesvalles barns and
pick up the passengers and then dump
them off at the corner of Bay and
King streets, while the cars proceed
south down Bay to make their way
west again? 1 have seen loads and
loads of passengers dumped off In
this manner. If Mr. McCullough does
not like to say why this is done, I
can. If the company was to allow
these cars to continue thru to the
easterly city limits it would have to
pay the crew for a full wrip, whereas
by putting the passengers to the in-
convenience of getting off at the cor-
ner of Bay and King streets only half
a trip has to be paid for, as when the
cars go west again they go into the
barns.”
