Montreal, Feb. 14.——(Special.)—Lhere was
peid out the sum of $5,000,000 for wages
alone during the year 1000 in the Couaty
of Cape Breton.

RISH WILL FIGHT THE KING

John Redmond Gives Notice That a
Policy of Obstruction is to
Be Pursued.

CHIVALRY HAS RESTRAINED ’THEM,

But <Now, Having a Man to Fight,
it is Proposed to Make All
Possible Trouble.

London, Feb. 14.—Mr. John Redmond, in
the course of an interview in the lobby of
the House of Commbons, &ald : *While the
Peers and Commoners were jostiing each
other to-day, in wvulgar haste to pay
obeisance to Bdward VII., every lrish mem-
ber deliberately abstained from any par-
ticipation in the pageant, which was only
a mockery to our p«ox;le. poverty stricken

and oppressed as they are.

““At the meeting of the Irish National
party to-day it was unanimously decided
that in conskderation of Ireland’s present
condition, deprived of coustitutional free-
dom and overtaxed by Eng.ish rule, against
which we must ever protest, the Irish mem-
bere would take no part in the ceremonies
inaugurating the new reign. The resolu-
tion was unanimous.

“So intense is the fecling amongst us,
that for the first time in 10 years, 80 Irish
members met in & united party In West-
minster to-day. They determined ou a vige
orous campalgn against the new King.
They Intend not only to discuss Irish ques-
tions, but to finterfere in every Britlsh
question which may arise.

“The King's speech gave the first indiea-
tion of what the result of a revival of
the movement in Irecland means. We de-
mand compulsory sale of estates by Irish
iapdlords. The Government now proposes
to introduce a bill offering inducements to
irish landlordls to sell these estates vol-
untarily. “This will not do; but the proposal
is an acknowledgment of the power of our
new movement.

“We purpose to expose the iniquity of the
Buer War, and to make a general assanit
along the whole line. In other words, the
accession of the King in no way alters the
attitude of Ireland to Engiand, On the con-
trary, having & man to fight, Ireland whl
rellnquish her chivalrous attitude to the late
Queen; and we mean to know whether our
constitutional rightg are to be awarded to
us or not.”

Mr. Redmond’'s ameandment to the address
in favor of the compulsory sale of Irish
estates will be seconded by Mr. Thomas
‘Wallace Russell, former Parliamentary Sec-
retary to the Lical Government Board.

It was reported in the lobby this even-
ing the Government intends to raise the
eivil list to £500,000, and the proposa] is
likely to meet with considerable opposition.

SUGAR BEET TESTS.

Results of the Comtest at New-
market—Prizes Were Distribut-
ed Yesterday Afternoon. z

The high state of fever into which the

residents of Newmarket have been worked

of late recelved a sudden chill yesterday,

at the hands of Mr. J. G. Hamilton, who

had been lmported “from the other side by

the Ontarlo Government, for the ostensible
purpose of enlightening -Canadians on the
manufacture of sugar from home-grown
beets. Whether it was the Intention of
Mr. Hamilton to frighten off local optim-
ists in the matter of the estabilshment of
a factory or not, his very elaborate ideas
of the capital necessary to equip such an
institution sent a cold chill thru the mar-
row of the audience, and his hsby of
the failures ¢hat had attended many of
the American ventures in this direction
put @ damper on the ardor of many of
those present. His advocacy of the ne-
cessity of the employment of an eight or
ten thousand dollar a year expert, if a
factory was put into operation, drew forin
a sigh from some of the North York farm-
ers that competition for that position would
doubtless be barred -to them. Nor were
the remarks of Prof. Shuttleworth calcu-
lated to promote enthusiasm for such an
establishment; on the contrary, his mis-
sion seemed to be to deter such action,
and he advised the strietest caution be-
fore a dollar is invested to promote home
manufacture of this staple product. Whe-
ther the professor's remarks were given
in earnest advice or othérwise seemed to
be a matter of conjecture, and ome in at-
téndance at the meeting afterwards ex-
pressed s opinion to the effect that the
whole thing was a political ruse, and that
the proposed bounty was a prize to be
damgled before the @yes of the North
York electorate for the next election,

County Councillor Lundy was chairman
during the afternoon and presided over an
audience of some 200. 'The chairman, at
least, was taken up with the possibilities
of such a venture as it has been proposed
to establish here, and his researches thru
the varous factorles of the United States
should give faith to his'opinions. The meet-
ing, he sald, was one of the most impont-
ant that had ever been held In ¢he dis-
trict. The beet sugar industry Wwas a
thoro farmers’ one, snd shonld easily find
gympathy from that bedy. He had visited
nine factories in Michigan, as well as in-
terviewing many of the farmers who were
responsible for the supply of raw material,
and he had almost without exception found
everyone well satisfied with the undertak-
ing. The farmers of Camada were used to
handling root crops, and should therefore
make a better success of ¢he sugar beet
than farmers across the line.

Mr. Hamilton was introduced as the
vice-president of the American Beet Sugar
Co. of New York. The speaker disclaimed
any idea of pecuniary benefit to himself
in his opening remarks, and spoke for near-
ly an hour. His first axiom whas that a
factory- was not worth oid iron unless an
ample supply of beéts wag ¢to be had to
keep it in operation. There must be actual
co-partnership between the farmer and the
manafacturer, and contracts for at least
five years must be guaranteed to insure
capitalists taking the tisk of the factory in.
stallation. It was impossible to expect as
high a sugar percentage from beets grown
in Canada as those fron Colorado or Cali-
fornia, owing to the much larger amount
of sunshine in the latter places. The great
trouble with would-be sugar mamufacturers
was ¢hat they would get a .little smatter-
ing of the business, only to make the ven-
ture and end up in bankruptcy. Instances
of the rapid growth of towns due to such
establishments were cited, and the speak-
er stated that farms in the vicinity of suc-
cessful factories in the States were worth
from $300 to $400 an acre. The growth of
beets had proved highly remunerative to
the American farmers, and there was no
speculation, as contracts for the crops were
made before the seed was sown. Mr. Ham.
iiton put the query as to how capltal was
to be obtained to build a factory In New-
market, but falled to eniighten the au-
dbence on the subject to any great ex-
tent,. He dld, however, state that no as-
sistance need be expected from Americans,
when such investments there were induced
by a boumity of two cents a pound on the
output. A small factory could not prove
a success, and he cautioned them against
such an undertaking. In addition to the
beets, lime and water were two necessary
essentials to a successful factory, and of
the latter a moderate-sized institution
would use upwards of 6,000,000 gallons a
day. He counselled application to
Government for a bonus, and if one faec-
tory could be induced to start others would
follow. Questioned as- to the value of the
samples grown in the test here, he said
¢they showed a good percentage of sugar,
with a high purity, and were remarkable
owing to their having been growm by in-
experienced persons.

Professor Shuttleworth stated that his
interest in sugar beet culture had now
identified him with ¢hat industry. The
number of séctions of the province desir-
ous of starting sugar factories were as-
tonishing, and the communications received
at the department were, in some instances,
most amusing. He was desirous of seeing
factories establighed, but he did not wish

apprebensions espressed by Lord Kimber-
ley.

He would be glad to hear
Lord Kimberley repudiate all idea of &sk-
ing the Government to alter its conduct
towards the ememy. It. was the business of

and strength to the task before it.

“A not mumerous, but nolsy, faction had
tried to make out that the English people
were not hearty supporters of the Wwar,
and urged the Government to adopt action
short of what was implied by carrying the
operations to a successful issue. If the
enemy were allowed to retain any portion
of thelr independence it would involve in-
cessant, - continuous warfare, Unless the
British were masters and conguerors of
these teérritorles, there was no hope of
abiding peace. What the country should
do with the power when obtained: wis an-
other question, But it was perfectly ob-
vious that the first purpose<to which™the
enemy would put aumy powers granted
them would be to accumulate new forces
and pnew arms, to await a fitting occasion
for a new attack, If Great lir‘ltanl slack-
ened her efforts it would be an avowal to
the world that her frontler could be In-
vaded in the most insulting manner and
that the Empire was powerless to effec-
tively resist it.

A Good Suggestion.

“If Lord Kimberley could impose his
opinions on his party generally, it would
be a great advantage to the Empire, as it
wouid dispel the fmpression In South Af-
rica than an Impértant party movement in
their favor existed ln. this country, end it
would help to bring to an end the insane
resistance which was Bringing desolation
and misery to two territories.”

- The Hou<e would nug
hesitate to vote anything necessary to clear
the: eolony of the invadems: but when that
was accomplished then was the moment
to make the people of the two States make
such terms of settlement as, while securing
for the Kmpire all they were contending
for, would assuage thelr fears, save thety
dignity and restore tneir personal rights.
While supporting the despatch of such re-
inforcements ns the military authorities at
the Cape required, he strongly urged as o
golvent infinitely more effective than mil-
tary measures, that = definite. proposaly
should be made at the same time. If they
were to keep South Africa they must win
the confidence of the Dutech. Whatever
was done, must be done openly.
