Bidders Compete for Barnaby Rudge
Tokens of London's
Grim Jail.

London, Feb. 5.—Relics of old New-
gate Prison were sold at auction this
afternoon and hardly fetched the value
of scrap iron. There was a large
crowd of spectators present, including
& number of Americans, but the bid-
ding was very slack. There was some
competition for the old oak, the hang-
man’s key and the cupboard mentioned
in “Barnaby Rudge,” which brought
$62.50

The old death bell fetched $500. The
staff on which the black flag was hoist-
ed went for %00; copper washbowls
used by the prisoners were sold for
$8wgach; nine plaster heads of persons
execlited were knocked down ‘at $20,
and the main entrance door, which was
broken down by the Gordon rioters,
brought $150.

‘Newgate prison, ‘with the historic ses-

sions house, known as the Old Bailey,
in 'the heart of the City of London,
which may be compared with the Bas-
tile of Paris, or the Tombs of New
_York. will have soon completely van-
ished, to make room for the new Cén-
tral Criminal Court.

The old jail was massively built, of
§toue, and immensely strong, tho not
impregnable, as many prisoners man-
aged to effect their escape from its
gloomy interior. It dated only from
1770, and was much damaged in the
London “No Popery’”‘riots, ten years
later, which make the most pictur-
esque episode in Dickens' ‘“Barnaby
Rudge.” The rioters then battered in
the door and released the prisoners.
Loord George Gordon, the fanatic ring-
leader, was himself confined in the
building on its reconstruction, 7
