Becretary Wilson says there are at
present at least 100 sanitariums adver-
tising treatment for drug abdiction,
and it is well known that many thou-
sands cases are treated annually by
physiciuns in private practice and gen-
eral hospitals. There are at least
thirty so-called mail ‘order drug ad-
Gictlon cures. Thé manager Of one
of these treatments informed the de-
partment that his company had 100,000
names, including alcohol addicts, upon
its books.
