The $Sunday Car.

Editor World: In civic politics the
Sunday car is the question of the hour.
With your permission the writer de-
Bires to present to the readers of The
World, briefly as possible, a few basic
principles—or what appear as such to
him--for guidance of those who, with-
out prejudice or bigotry, mey be seek-
ing ithe truth én the matter, pre-
mising that heretofore, up to about
8 year ago, the writer has been a strict
anti-Sunday car advocate. First, as to
the day itself. The Jewish Sabbath,
ke the anthropomorphic conception
of God, and the allegory of Eden, was
B creation of man growing out of the
bumanized conception of God whizh
necessitated a rest at the conclusion
of slx days of creative work, resulting
in bringing into existence earth, sun,
moon, stars and, wapon the eaxth, all
vegetable and animal Mfe up *a and
including man. But both nature and
science teach that such was not the
fact as to the genesis of these things.
The divine energy never became tired,
pever rested, but continu2s ever in
ceaseless activities, both creative and
censervative. But man works and he-
comes tired and must rest every day:
his God must rest, too, but after pro-
portionately greater labor and extent

ly: The Sabbatarian tdea is
| impracticable, and therefore not of
Divine origin. According to this idea
God has made the day specially sac-
| red and hoty, more so ithan any ather
‘day, and has strictly prohibited every
form of labor by man, his servant, ani-
mal, as well as human, and the prin-
ciple of this prohibition excludes ais
use of machinery on that day as well.
But finding, it impossible, in the grow-
ing complexities of our modern domes-
tic, social, industrial and cummercial
life, to avoid all labor, man has pre-
sumed to modify God's prohibition by
a “dbspemsation of indulgences” in
what he 48 pleased to designate
“necessities.” That he dare thus pre-
sume to modify a Divine statute 1s
iproof that the divinity whom he would
correet is no higher, in faect s no
other than himself. To cite a few of
these works of “‘necessity’’ will show
in how far, step by step, even Lhe
church and so-called Christian com-
munities have secularized the day and
thus condemned t s and shown
the Sabbatarian theory to be wrong.
The minister works his own horse
on Sunday, or hires that of another,
often with a servant attendant; the
layman does the same; church debts
are collected, building funds are aug-
mented and subscriptions are taken in
the form of written promises to pay
(llegal) on Sunday without, apparent-
1y, the slightest sense .of inconsisten~y.
The advertises from the pul-
pit all manner of church temporali-
tles, involving the most secular plans
of ess ways and means. The
church discands the oil lamp for elec-
tric light, and contracts for electric
power to operate the organ, with the

-knowledge that their action Involves

the running of machinery and the wt-
tendent labor of man on the Sabbatn
o? which “Thou ghalt do no work,”
ete. @

Without protest the church tolerates,
nay, encourages, by the patronage of
its highest representatives the Sun-
day sale of milk, and domestic ser-
vice; the open drug store, the horse
and bicycle livery, the telegraph and
‘telepihvorve gervices, privasme vehicular
travel for pleasure, and through traffic
‘and travel by rail and steamer of all
kinds, the Island ferry, the Sunday
funeral, the military and soclety par-
ade—if to and from chuch; but the
bicycle Sunday outing, it would .con-
demn, but hegitates—and wisely, we
think—for fear® of driving the younz
people away. But what becomes of
principle?

While tolerating, and in most in-
|stances encouraging all these and
other similar, so-called secular prac-
itices as necessitous exceptions froen
'the prohibition of Simai and, at the
same time, condemmning the Sunday
| car in our ccmigested centres of popu-
ilathon, the church leaves herself falr-
| 1y open to ithe ridicule of ‘“‘Satan re-
buking sin’’—& position of glaring in-
|consistency, as viewed by the writer,
i Yet, strangely enough, the church
seems to be quite unconscious of her
paradoxes and Inconsistencles, But
then she has never been corsistent in
‘respect of reforms.
| The church has defended and pro-
]moted human slavery; she at one tim»
{declared that the earth was flat, and
(enforced (as she stil] does, or would)
her dictum with pains and penalties;
she has condemned the singing of
hymns In her service as profane, and
organ music as a wicked attempt to
worship Ged by machinery; it has le-
fended the manufacture and sale of
Hquer amd condemawed total abstin-
aence, and comime, mioderaite drink-
ing. She has stood on both sides of
these great questions; at one time prac-
tiving that which at a former time
she condemmed. Who changed, God or
the church?

The church, like  individual man, !s
in @ staite of constant flux—is in pro-
cess of becoming. She will yet declare
all time sacred and a]] work equally so.
To mwsert, as did Rev. Mr. Shearer re-
cently, that ‘“no Sabbath, no church,
no Christianity as a power in the
land,” is simply to talk nonsense, an.l
to beat the air with impotent speech.

If the church and Chrigtianity are
routed only in & conventionalism, in
the observance of a certain memorial
day, uhen they are indeed doomed, like
Judalsm, to pass away, and If such be
the case, the sooner the bhetter, as
something superior will inevitably take
their place. But we deny the hypo-
thesis. Christianity has its roots in
the constitution of man; you must
obliterate the pace to destroy it. The
practice at St. James' Cathedral dur-
ing Lent of the everyday service, Is
prophetic of the coming church; her
doors will ever be open and the magses
will flock to her altars in relays for
the bread of a higher, purer spiritual
life, freed from the false accretions ot
Gogmatic theology and from the
mysticism and barbarian tinctures
which have marred the otherwise
divine form and essence of Chris-
tianity on her way through and from
paganism.
