New York, Sept. 15.—Oswald Garri-
son Villard announced tonight that
100 representative Americans had ac-
cepted the invitation of his magazine,
The Nation, to constitute a non-
partisan commission to sift charges of
atrocities in Ireland, made against one
another by the British government
&nd Sinn Fein. The announcement
says the “Committee of One Hundred
cn Ireland,” as it will be known, feels
that some neutral action is necessary
in order to preserve Anglo-Saxon
friendship and to prevent the spread
of ill-will, with the possibility of such
irritation driving the TUnited States
and Great Britaim into war. i

Referring to Anglo-American rela-
tions, the invitation says that one
grave result of the present situation
is the “rapid growth of anti-British
feeling, which seriously threatens the
unspeakable calamity of war between
the United States and Great Britain
£nd endangers the peace of the world.”

The program of the committee is
not fully developed, but its .-ponsers
suggest thdt the British gov.rnment,
Sinn Fein and others be asked to pre-
sent such evidence of violence or
wrong-doing as they possess. The
committee, it is said, " will designate
from its own members, or o'tside, a
small commission to heatr testimony
and make ‘“a thoro and impartial re-
port.”
