Belfast, Oct, 11.—Superstition dies hard
A case which would nhave delighted the
author of “The Ingoldsby Legends'” has

just occurred in the town of Cootehill,
County Cavan.

On Sunday evening last information was
brought to the police of a sudden death
having occurred in Church-street. Hasten-
ing to investigate matters, they entered the
abode of the supposed deceased. Here they
foumsi~y room laid out as if for a wake. A
recumbent figure occupied a bed, at the
head and foot of which candles were burn-
ing, while an old woman named Rebecca
Bodley, the occupier of the house, was
reading a portion of Seripture,

The apparent solemnity of the scene,
however, was disconnted by the discovery
that the reader was going thru the 109th
Psalm backwards, while the supposed
corpse, on closer inspection, turned out to
be an uncouth figure of straw, into which
pins had been stuck.

The constables questioned the woman as
to the reason of this” extraordinary con-
duct, and the reply was of an astounding
nature,

The old woman had recently lost a sum
i of money amounting to not more than 3s 6d,

and was engaged in the execution of an

elaborate plan of vengeance against some
pergons or persons who, she averred, had
robbed her of the few coins.
