NOT ENOUGH COIL“Every insertion of the probe of in­
vestigation into the Valley railroad con­
struction reveals a festering mass of rot­
tenness and corruption, 
made on the opening day of a new in­
quiry have prepared the public mind 
for revelations of fraud on a larger scale 
than previously disclosed. If Thomas 
Cozzolino, contractor on the Valley rail­
road, gave Mr. W. B. Tennant a part­
nership in his contract, sand advanced 
him $100,000 anticipated profits, as he 
says he did, there must heve been a 
reason for so doing.

additional light be thrown on this 
strange agreement. The evidence Mr. 
Cozzolino has given makes it imperative 
that Mr. Tennant also give evidence, and 
that the commissioner follow up the lead 
already given and discover the reason 
of the partnership and the final destina­
tion of any monies the contractor paid 
Mr. Tennant or others. The disclosures 
in this latest Valley railroad investiga­
tion promise to be more sensational than 
those of the former inquiry, which 
closely touched the personal honor of 
one public man, and revealed very grave 
disregard of the public welfare. An 
investigation in Manitoba resulted in an 
agreement for the return to the prov­
ince of more than a million dollars 
wrongfully secured on a public build­
ing contract. Is there any way for New 
Brunswick to get back the as-yet-un- 
known thousands wrongfuly secured 
through Valley railroad high finance and 
political jobbery ?
