THE IRiSH CONVENTION

Chairman Suggests Sifting of Var-
ious Schemes of Government—
Committees Appointed |

London, Aug. 9—The official report
of yesterday’s meeting of the Irish con-
Yention says:

“Sir Horace Plunkett, the chairman,
addressed the gathering on the task be-
fore it and on various schemes for gov-
erning Ireland already in existence. He
then suggested the proceedure by which
tkese might be thoroughly sifted and
examined and subsequently brought be-
fore the convention for discussion.

“This suggestion was considered at
some length, and finally it was proposecd
by the chairman and seconded by the
Bishop of Rapahee and unanimously re-
solved that a standing committee, not ex-
ceeding twenty persons, five to form a
quorum, be appointed to consult with
the chairman on general procedure and
the exercise of other powers delegated by
the convention.

“It was further resolved to re-appoint
the committee which had to do with the
selection of the chairman to advise the
chairman on the composition of the
standing committee. The convention
then adjourned until tomorrow.”

New York, Aug. 9—The demands in
America for labor has made it almost
impossible for the owners of a number
of French ships building here and others
chartered from Americans to obtain
sailors to man the vessels. It became
known here today when three hundred
sailors arrived from France to man the
number of ships: about to sail from
various ports for that country. It was
said that many men who had formerly
followed the sea had either gone to
work in munition plants or on farms
and it was almost impossible to get the
sailors required to navigate steamships.

Rome, Aug. 9—The sensation of the
day here is the discovery of a secret sub-
terranean passage from the Village of
the Roses, the residence of Prince Von
Buelow, the former German ambassador,
to the Hotel Eden, the former proprietor
of which was a German. It is believed
the passage was used to facilitate secret
meetings between the diplomat and per-
sons in various walks of life as well as
to ensure secrecy to the ambassador’s
guests when the occasion required. An
investigation which promises interesting
disclosures is under way.

When
they reach their native towns they are
acclaimed as martyrs of liberty and they
receive proposals of marriage from at-
tractive and wealthy young women. As
a result of this novel condition many en-
terprising citizens whose hands are inno-
cent of anything grimmer than murder
are posing as murderers. Women as
well as men are entering the profession.
Catherine Smirnoff, who has been ar-
rested in Minsk, announced that she had
murdered M. Ivanoff, governor of Odes-
sa, and described with pathos her suffer-
ings in the Arctic wastes of Yakutsk.
Smiirnoff levied tribute and| was present-
ed with bouquets. An unkindly inquirer
discovered that Odessa never had a gov-
ernor named Ivanoff, and further that
Cathorine: Shirnoff had posed in Odessa
as a Sister of Mercy and after swindling
seventy charitable citizens, ‘had been ex-
pelled by the military authorities.

London, Aug. 8—The text of the Bri-tish official communication issued to-

night follows:—

A heavy rain is again falling, Our allies gained further ground during the
day northwest of Bixschoote, Hostile raiding parties were repulsed last night
and this morning north of Reuex and in the neighborhood of Oppy.

“The enemy’s artillery continued to show great activity east of Ypres.

“Yesterday, in spite of continuous wind, airplanes bombarded the enemy

raitway tracks, sidings and trains forty

miles behind the German lines, causing

much damage, derailing one train and blowing up another. Bombs also were
dropped the previous night on an enemy ammunition depot. One of our ma-

chines is missing.”

HUNS EXPOSE PRISONERS TO DANGER.

Parls, Aug. 83—The French authorities learn that during the night of July,
when French atrplanes bombarded Treves and Essen, the Germans forced French
and English prisoners, both officers and men, interned at Karlsruhe, to leave
their quarters and remain in the open where they most probably would be hit in
case Karlsruhe was raided. The men were compelled to remain in these places

until all danger had passed.

AUSTRIAN SUBMARINE DESTROYED.

Paets, Aug. 9—During a recent Italian aerial raid on Pola, the Austrian
naval base on the Adriatic, two alrplanes, with bombs, destroyed two Austrian
submarines which were being repaired there.

TO CONCENTRATE ON
BRITISH SHIPPING.

London, Aug. 9—A despatch to Reut-.
ers Limited, from Amsterdam, says i‘t is
reported from a German source that Ger-
many intends to concentrate her submar-
ine activities exclusively against Eng-
land.

Kerensky's Appeal.

Petrograd, Aug. 9—Premier Kerensky
in an appeal to the people for support
for the reconstituted government de-
clares that only a rule of iron in the
present plight, resulting from the mili-
tary situation, together with ardent and
seﬁisacrtﬂclng support by the people,
can make for a powerful creative gov-
ernment with authority to free the land
of the enemy and enlist in its work of
reconstruction all the living forces of
the nation. The government, the state-
ment adds, will employ its whole
strength in its task confident that the
unconquerable power of the revolution
will be utilized, for the salvation of Rus-
sia’s honor, which has been affected by
treason, Prussian militarism and treach-
erous cowardice.

Hims' New Device

Paris,- Aug. 9—The French war office
announces that the Germans have in-
vented a new ruse to lull their opponents
into the belief that artillery batteries are
still in position for action when actually
they have been withdrewn, and by it to
prevent untimely advances. The device
consists of a mechanism fitted with half
a dozen globular capsules filled with an
explosive wsich is placed on the site of
the battery to be or being withdrawn.
The capsules explode every thirty-five or
forty seconds with a sound exactly like
that of a fleld gun heard from a dis-
tance. They are said to easily fool a
listener into thinking that he is still
facing artillery.

Russia’s Liberty Loan,

Petrograd, Aug. 9—Wednesday, the
first of the three “liberty loan” days in
Russia proved a great success. Automo-
biles paraded the streets of the capital
and deconated booths were installed in
rincipal thoroughfares for the sale
of the war bonds.

Wil Not Interfere.

London, Aug. 9—The press associa-
tion says it understands that the govern-
ment will exercise no influence in either
direction on the allied labor meetings to
decide. whether the laborites shall send
delegates to th Stockholm conference.

Spain Prepares For Trouble.

Madrid, Aug. 9—It is announced in of-
ficial circles, that the government is pre-
paring to employ the most rigorous
measures which may be necessary to put
down the impending country wide agi-
tation. In the case of a general strike, it
is said that a state of siege will be de-
clared.

Might Do For Valley Railway,
Says Com. McLellan

PLANS FOR NEW WAREHOLSE

Council Decides to Call For Ten-
ders—C. P. R. Pretests Against
Assessment en Valuation of

$6,500,000

Plans and specifications for the re-
building of No. & shed at West St. John,

which recently collapsed, were submitted
at a meeting of the common council in
committee this morning. The mayor
presided and Commissioners Wigmore,
McLellan, Russell and Fisher were
Ppresent.

Commissioner McLellan took objection
to section 5 of the specifications, which
read as follows:

“Should . the contractor fail to begin
the work within ten days of the execu-
tion of a contract to perform same or,
having commnenced, suspend the work
without satisfactory cause;, or prosecute
the work in such a manner as to leave
no reasonable prospect of completion
within three months of the signing of
the said contraet, the commissioner, in
behalf of the City of St. John, to have
power and authority, should he .deem
it expedient, on giving to said contrac-
tor three days’ previous notice in writ-
ing of his intention so to do, to enter
upon and take full control of the work
and discontinue the same. The contrac-
tor shall, in such case, forfeit all claim
to proceed with said work or to recover
any sum be due from city for the said
work.”

Commissioner McLellan claimed that
this section did not give either the con-
tractor or the City of St. John a square
deal, and said such a section would be
all right in a Valley Railway contract,
but that he could not vote for the pass-
ing of the specifications until this sec-
tion was amended.

William Murdoch, city engineer, said
that this section was a standard section,
and for that reason it wuas inserted in
the specifications.

Commissioner Russell said that he
was willing to submit the specifications
to J. B. M. Baxter, the city solicitor,
and have him go thoroughly into this
matter. It was decided to leave the
specifications with Commissjoner Russell
to submit to the solicitor and report
back to the council. In the meanwhile,
however, on motion of Commissioner
Russell, seconded by Commissioner Wig-
more, it was decided to call for tenders,
the same to close on Monday, August
20, at 11 o’clock.

It is understood that the appropriation
will amount to about $£30,000. The city
intends making an effort to have the
work completed about the middle of
November, so that the shed will be in
readiness for the winter work.

The following letter, received from the
C. P. R’s solicitors here, was read by the
mayor:

“We are instructed by the Canadian
Pacific Railway Company to ask for a
hearing with reference to the valuation
of this company’s property in St. John
at $6,600,000. This is far and away in
excess of the actual value of the com-
pany’s property, and is relatively a much
greater assessment than imposed upon
other citizens. The company instruct
us that they would like to have an op-
portunity of putting the facts before the
council.
