He told the other men that their com~
panion was dead and immediately wend
to the telephone and sent word to the
police station.

The latter arrived shortly aften
seven o'clock and, after making an ex-
amination, ordered the body conveyed to
Brenan’s . Undertaking Parlors, Main
street. He said he would hold an inquest.

Burroughs arrived last night about 10.80
o'clock. He was accompanied by three
soldiers and the proprietor says the men
appeared to have been drinking. He left
them about 1280 o’clock and at that
time they were all in Burorough’s room:
The latter, he said, has been boarding
with him since before Christmas. He
thought him about thirty years of age.

Burroughs was a native of Scotland
and as far as i§ known has no relations
in this country. He was quite well known
in local military circles. He was a South
African veteran and was also, for a
time, a member of one of the local bat-
talions.
