through contamination by professional 
sure-thing gamblers. There is no con­
crete evidence to prove it hut there 
are sufficient reasons to suspect that 
several recent fights In New York were 
fixed by gamblers.

The commission frankly admits the 
possibility of corruption and it con­
fesses almost as frankly that it doesn’t 
know what to do about it. Following 
the lead of professional baseball club 
owners in barring known gamblers 
from the grounds, the commission gave 
the promoters a list of undesirable 
guests but that served only to make 
the activities less public.

Known gamblers might be barred 
successfully from the grounds but their 
agents can’t be kept out and their 
presence near the ringside Is not so 
essential to the success of their busi­
ness because they can get the money 
up before the fight.

Men in the business, who want to 
keep it clean and officials entrusted 
by the state with the mission of keep­
ing it clean cannot 'hope to correct 
what certainly Is a gross evil.

That part of the public which sup­
ports boxing, however, can beat the 
gamblers and drive them away by re­
fusing to bet on any fight. If the 
gamblers cannot place their money 
they can’t make any money betting. 
That’s a dead cinch.

There are more than moral reasons 
to encourage the public to stop bet­
ting on any fight. There are stronger 
economic reasons. It Is "not safe to 
bet on any fight as long as gamblers 
have enough money and can make 
enough money to corrupt officials who 
call the winners.

“It’s a crime to see this game being 
killed by sure-thing players,” one of 
the most prominent managers in the 
game said recently. “I’m not a hypo­
crite. I don't call the fight game the

“I went out and bet $2,500 on the 
other fighter and I won my bet. That’s 
how much those birds think of friend­
ship.
