where formerly we shipped such ma-
chinery to Germany and sold’it cheaper
than she could make it. The difference
is solely a matter of labor costs.”

“It is estimated that 5,000,000 men are
out of work in this country. It is ac-
cordingly of supreme importance to the
working man as well as to thé capitalist
to restore our prosperity.

“Insofar as our people in America are
prepared to go to work at reasonable
wages, insofar as we are prepared quick-
ly to abandon the artificial extravagances
of the war, will we lay the foundations
for a new prosperity such as we have
never enjoyed before.”
