ASK RECOGNITION
BY- CONGRESS 0F
IRISH REPUBLIC

Washington, Dee. 12—Advocates of |
freedom for lreland, headed by Justice
Cohalan, of the New York Supreme
Court, appeared before the house foreign
affairs committee today to urge passage,
of a bill by Representative Mason, Re-|
publican, Illinois, to authorize appoint-
ment of diplomatic and consular re-|
presentatives to “the republic of Ire-!
land.”

In the delegation were Frank P.|
Walsh, of Kansas City, Bourke Cochrane, |
of New York, and others, who have been
active in seeking diplomatic recognition
for the provisional government headed
by Eamon De Valera, who arrived here
yesterday to confer with Irish leaders
from all over the country. l

Arguing in support of his measure,|
Representative Mason said it would
not constitute a complete recognition,
but simply show the willingness of con-
gress to do its part to that end.

Justice Cohalan told the committee
that his delegation spoke for the major-
ity of 20,000,000 Americans of Irish de-
scent and was pleading in behalf of a
government which was well organized
and firmly supported by its constitu-

ts.
t?!‘The first speaker to oppose the bill
was James S, McGraw, a Pittsburg min-
ister of the Reformed Presbyterian
church. He declared that while a “cer-
tain faction” in Ireland was trying to
establish a republic, there was great
division of opinion there. The Irish re-
public, he said, could not be considered
a defacto government under Internation-
al law.

George Waldron, of Baltimore, head
of the Free Press Defense League, said
the committee was considering “some-
thing that doesn’t exist in the eyes of
the world.” Advocates of Irish freedom
in this country, he said, had “imported
an assumed president of Ireland to stir
up a dissension against Great Britain
and foster a feeling of sympathy for
Ireland that it is a very dangerous pro-
position.” :

Referring to Chairman Porter’s warn-
ing that religious questions would not
be considered, Waldron said it was well
known that there was only one religion
represented by those who urged passage
-of the bill.

“It’s all an organization affair,” he
